You are advised to submit our application materials in a timely manner to allow the ECU Graduate School and the MSW Applications Committee sufficient time to process your application.  Applicants will be reviewed only upon receipt of ALL application materials and information.  All application materials must be RECEIVED by the East Carolina Graduate School Office no later than January 8th, 2012.
The MSW program has a rolling admission process.  Applicants will be notified by the School of Social Work by mail of admission decision. You will be notified if you are accepted, declined, or put on a waiting list.  If you were accepted you will be notified of the date by which you must confirm acceptance in order to hold your place.  If you have not responded by the date in your acceptance letter the offer will be rescinded and the place will be given to a person on the waiting list   If you are accepted you are required to attend an orientation meeting, the date of which you will be notified in your acceptance letter.

3. Three completed reference forms. The Graduate School is moving to a fully electronic admissions process and strongly recommends that individuals submit their references electronically.  After paying the Grad School Application fee, an e-mail will be sent to you to send to your references concerning this process.
4. Official copies of transcripts from all undergraduate institutions attended.

5. Official copy of transcript from institution noting the conferral of your undergraduate degree.

6. Personal Statement (response to essay question presented on the MSW application). 
7. A complete resume.

8. Be sure you have ECU listed as recipient for your GRE or MAT test scores.

APPLICANTS MUST HAVE COMPLETED A BIOLOGY COURSE, A RESEARCH/STATISTICS COURSE PLUS ADDITIONAL LIBERAL ARTS COURSES TO EQUAL 21 SEMESTER HOURS.  Use the following guidelines for each content area:

1.
In the Natural Sciences, completion of a minimum of 3 credit hours of coursework in Human Biology. Courses that meet the Human Biology requirement include General Biology (with a health emphasis), Anatomy, Physiology, Reproduction, Biology of Aging, etc. 

2.
Humanities requirement is documented by completions of a minimum of 6 semester credit hours in English, a foreign language, philosophy, religion, music, art, communication, theatre, government, etc.

3.
The applicant should have completed a minimum of 6 semester credit hours in the Social Sciences, 
       e.g. Psychology, Economics, Political Science, Sociology.
4.
To meet the Mathematics requirement, a student must have taken at least 3 credit hours minimum in a basic college mathematics, college algebra, or statistics course. 
5.   The applicant must also have completed 3 semester hours in a social science research course with a significant statistics component, or 3 semester hours of statistics.
