	Turn in a copy of your medical school application to the Pre-Professional Advising in Allied Health, Dentistry, Medicine and Law.

	Visit the Pre-Professional Advising in Allied Health, Dentistry, Medicine and Law to confirm that you have at least three faculty evaluations and your medical school application on file.

	
	Visit the Pre-Professional Advising in Allied Health, Dentistry, Medicine and Law to complete the “Request to Sent Committee Letter to Professional Schools” form.  You will need to provide the addresses for the schools to which you are applying.

	
	You will receive a confirmation by mail or email from the Pre-Professional Advising in Allied Health, Dentistry, Medicine and Law when your evaluation packet/committee letter has been sent.
