Policy Statement for ECURFA Web Site

The ECURFA Web site (www.ecu.edu/ecurfa) describes the mission of the East Carolina University Retired Faculty Association (ECURFA), its officers, activities, and information of interest to retired faculty, such as parking policy, use of university e-mail, and use of university libraries.   It is maintained by a Webmaster who does not necessarily have to be a member of the ECURFA.  Its appearance should reflect the identity of the ECURFA rather than another university entity to which the ECURFA may be attached.  The Webmaster is responsible for the content of the Web site, in consultation with the ECURFA Board of Directors. The Web site does not include The Golden News, newsletter of the ECURFA, which is a benefit of membership in the ECURFA.

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Policy Statement for ECURFA-L


The ECURFA-L listserve exists for ECURFA board members to communicate with each other.  It is a closed list and is not moderated.  It is not available to the membership because of the logistics of keeping current with e-mail address changes, the size of the membership, and the limited time that the listowner wishes to spend maintaining it.

The listowner is responsible for adding and deleting subscribers to the list; board members are requested to notify the listowner when their e-mail addresses change.   The listowner does not necessarily have to be a member of the ECURFA.

When a board member’s term of office expires, the board member may request to remain on the ECURFA-L listserve.
