Dr. Katie Walsh and Dr. Anthony Kulas (Athletic Training) were present to discuss the proposed MS in Athletic Training degree and answer any questions by the GSAB.  Dr. Kulas explained the MS in Athletic Training  is an entry level degree, intended primarily for individuals interested in the profession, but do not have a related bachelor’s degree.  This degree will allow students to obtain their Masters degree and certification in athletic training.  Currently, a MS Athletic Training post-certificate program is offered to students seeking certification who have an educational background and experience in athletic training.  
The MS in athletic training will overlap with undergraduate courses in athletic training (13 of 16).  These courses will be augmented so that graduate students taking courses with undergraduates will be required to exhibit higher levels of critical thinking (extra course objectives etc.).    

Dr. Gemperline opened the meeting for discussion.  

Concerns included:

· The master’s degree and certificate program hold the same title with two different levels of competencies  

· Suggestion for the two programs to either become more comparable or more distinguishable 

· Suggestion to rename the certificate 

· The number of courses overlapping with undergraduate courses

Agenda Item V.  Discussion of “Guidance Development of Unit Criteria for election of Full and Associate Graduate Faculty” & revision of Appendix F
Dr. Gemperline reported the draft guidance document has been revised. Concern was expressed at the meeting with the Academic Deans on 3/19/09 that in extreme cases a faculty member could accumulate enough points to be considered for Associate Graduate Faculty with just teaching and professional service activities at the exclusion of research and scholarly activities.   At the request of the Deans, the draft guidance document has been revised to include stronger advice on scholarly activities.  Dr. Gemperline asked members to distribute the guidance document to the Academic Dean’s.
It has been suggested by VC Mageean and Chair of the Faculty Senate, Jan Tovey that the GSAB might consider revision of Appendix F to more appropriately define graduate faculty.  Revising Appendix F could complicate the process for units with criteria under development. The earliest Appendix F might be considered for the Faculty Senate agenda would be September.   Dr. Gemperline asked the body for suggestions regarding the appropriate course of action to take for units still developing criteria for the election of full and associate graduate faculty.  The body agreed to continue operating in the same fashion (review and vote on criteria being brought forward for approval) and to begin work on proposed revisions to Appendix F for submission to the Faculty Senate in September.
