Dear Visitor:

Before you arrive at East Carolina University, we would like to extend a warm welcome to you.  We hope that this letter will help you prepare for your brief visit with us.  Because of your short visit, you have chosen to enter the United States on a B-1/B-2 visa or on WB/WT.  In order for you to receive an honorarium or reimbursement of incidental expenses, you must have an I-94 Arrival/Departure Record. This document determines your eligibility for receiving an honorarium or reimbursement, not the visa stamp.   Your immigration status will be indicated on the I-94 Arrival/ Departure Record you are given by the Immigration Service upon entry to the United States.

The I-94 Record is a small white card or at some airports it will look like a boarding pass.  If you enter the United States on the WB/WT the I-94 Arrival/ Departure Record will be green.   The I-94 Record usually will be stapled inside the passport.  East Carolina University cannot reimburse your expenses or give you an honorarium unless the Immigration Service clearly marks B-1 or WB on the I-94 card when you enter the United States.  Please check your I-94 card carefully before you leave the Immigration checkpoint at the airport.

We hope this information helps you with your travel and arrival to East Carolina University.
