5. Justification for new course, revision, unbanking, or renumbering:

	Now that the school has adequate numbers of faculty in the Jazz/Ballet techniques we have added a special Friday morning session of explorations in Jazz Dance that run from 9am to 12pm in which a variety of Jazz forms are assayed over the course of a semester, resulting in a semester-end performance of original work developed in those sessions.  Such exploration of technique is what the “Studio” sequence was developed for originally but had to be banked for want of demand. Now that the Dance and Musical Theatre programs have grown –more than doubling in size since the banking—the “Studio” is in extraordinarily high demand. We have been offering the “Studio” content each Friday for six semesters in a row as DNCE 3602-Selected Topics in Jazz to enrollments of 25-30 each section. Now, based on that consistently high demand, we would like to “regularize” the course/s and put them into the formal course curriculum (as electives for Dance and Theatre students).

Content Outline:

This course is designed for trained dancer who are interested in refining their jazz technique and to engage them in new kinesthetic challenges.  The jazz dancers will be exposed to a variety of jazz styles, be asked to expand their vocabulary, to develop more articulation in movement, to work with a variety of music styles, tempos and rhythms.   Dancers will develop choreographic skills, understand and demonstrate artistic expression, and realize that movement is incomplete without motivation and meaning.  Dancers will be asked to explore partnering giving them a chance to experience supporting and giving weight to another person using that contact and movement as a means of communication.

Objectives:  Upon completion of this course:

· Students will have increased their ability to observe, assimilate and perform jazz dance technique at the advanced class level. 

· Students will have increased their ability to understand and skillfully perform the concepts of movements related to the jazz style such as body action, dynamics variation, movement in and through space, expression and motivation/intention

· Students will have improved flexibility, strength, alignment, coordination and muscular endurance. 

· Students will have learned, rehearsed and performed a repertoire of advanced jazz dance combinations from various jazz styles.

· Students will have enhanced performance skills such as style, projection, focus, energy, movement quality and concentration.

· Students will have learned and been part of the choreographic process on a jazz dance piece that will be performed on stage for an audience.

· Students will have an understanding of partnering at the class level.

· Students will have developed the ability to use with ease various props in dances such as shoes, skirts, drums, drum sticks, canes, hats, neck ties, people etc.
· Objectives will be assessed through class evaluations and “Random Acts” live performance.
