Re:	Notification of Curricular Change
The Health Services Management Program of the Department of Health Services and Information Management is revising its curriculum. We propose a new course HSMA 3115 Human Diseases to replace two current courses HIMA 3113 Applied Medical Sciences I and HIMA 3118 Applied Medical Sciences II. BIOL 2130 Survey of Human Physiology and Anatomy and BIOL 2131 Survey of Human Physiology and Anatomy Lab are currently listed as the pre-requisites for HIMA 3113. Both courses will continue to be listed as the pre-requisites for HSMA 3115. Therefore, the HSM curricular change will have no foreseeable impact on the enrollments in either BIOL 2130 or 2131.
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
