The Rotary clubs in the states of Georgia and the two Carolinas as well as a number of 
individual clubs throughout the United States, with the assistance from the American 
Federation of Aging Research, established in 1996 a new funding program called The 
CART Fund. The fund has already distributed a total amount of approximately 
$2,800,000 through grants to twelve Universities.  
 
The goal of the fund is to encourage exploratory and developmental AD research pro-
jects within the United States by providing support for the early and conceptual plans of 
those projects that may not yet be supported by extensive preliminary data but have the 
potential to substantially advance biomedical research. This proposal should be distinct 
from those projects designed to increase knowledge in a well established area unless it 
is intended to extend previous discoveries toward new directions or applications. 
 
The Rotary CART Fund is inviting interested applicants from within the United States 
only to submit a LETTER-of-INTENT that includes sufficient detail to communicate the 
importance of your study as well as information on its feasibility. 
 
Applications may encompass a project period of up to two years with a combined 
budget for direct cost up to $250,000. No indirect costs are allowed. Full time faculty (or 
equivalent status) at U.S. based public and private institutions, such as universities, 
colleges, hospitals and laboratories, are eligible. This is for NEW projects only. Applica-
tions will be deemed ineligible from for-profit and organizations outside of the U.S., as 
well as those already supported by regular or program grants. Up to two $250,000 
awards will be made in 2010.

Applications from individuals 
not previously engaged in aging research are particularly encouraged, as long as the 
research proposals show high promise for leading to important new discoveries in bio-
logical gerontology.

The Foundation for Child Development Young Scholars Program (YSP) focuses on un-
derstanding the changing faces of the nation’s children as reflected in the current de-
mography of the United States. 
 
YSP seeks to support a new generation of scholars conducting research on the devel-
opment of children in immigrant families from birth to age ten, particularly those who are 
living in low-income families. Given the limited research on young immigrant children, 
proposals focused on children from birth to age eight are highly encouraged. 
 
The goals of this competitive award program are to: 
1. Stimulate both basic and policy-relevant research in this area. 
 
2. Support the career development of young investigators - from the behavioral and 
social sciences or in an allied professional field - to attain tenure or who have received 
tenure in the last four years from a college or university in the United States. 
 
Fellowship recipients are expected to produce a book or article(s) suitable for publica-
tion, and to articulate how their research may potentially inform public policies regarding 
young newcomer children. 
 
ELIGIBILITY 
1. Scholars must have earned their Ph.D. within the 15 years prior to June 30, 2009 
(seven years from completion of residency for M.D.s). 
 
2. Applicants must hold a Ph.D. or its equivalent in one of the behavioral and social sci-
ences or in an allied professional field (e.g., public policy, public health, education, so-
cial work, nursing, medicine). 
 
3. Applicants may either: 

• Not have received tenure and hold a full-time, tenure-track faculty position at an 
American college or university located in the United States. Please note tenure 
equivalent positions are not eligible for the fellowship. 
 
• Have received tenure within the past four years at the time of application and 
hold a fulltime faculty position at an American college or university located in the 
United States. 
 
In the event that an applicant is being reviewed for tenure at the time of applica-
tion to the FCD Young Scholars Program and is selected to receive the fellow-
ship, evidence that tenure has been granted must be provided by the college or 
university to the Foundation for Child Development before any funds are dis-
bursed. 

 
4. Applicants must be United States citizens, legal permanent residents, or those who 
have employment authorization from the Bureau of Citizenship and Immigration Ser-
vices for the duration of the award. 
 
5. Special consideration will be given to candidates who are more junior in their careers.
