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THE COUNTRY DOCTOR MUSEUM in Bailey
reopened its doors in April 2004 under the new
stewardship of the Medical Foundation of ECU
Inc. Visitors to the museum get a firsthand look at
how rural physicians of the nineteenth and early
twentieth centuries provided medical care. The
museum and its artifacts are housed in two
physicians’ offices that have been restored. The
property also features a medicinal herb garden
and several antique cars and buggies. East
Carolina’s Laupus Health Sciences Library now
operates the site as part of its history of medicine
program, which plans on using it for fieldwork,
volunteer opportunities, and internships.
