Policy

ECU Police provide twenty-four hour public safety for the faculty, staff, students and visitors of East Carolina University.  When severe weather threatens the university, the Police are available to provide additional support to notify occupants of modular units of approaching danger.  The purpose of this policy is to ensure the safety of personnel in modular units threatened by tornadoes or high winds.  This policy is primarily a list of activities ECU Police will take in response to a tornado warning issued for Pitt County, North Carolina.

Responsibilities

1. ECU Police

a. Follow notification activities below to notify the university and especially the occupants of modular units of a Tornado Warning that has been issued for Pit County.

Procedure

When a Tornado Warning is issued for Pitt County, ECU Police Will:

Procedure #1 – Direct Contact Alert (East Campus Police)

1. Contact BSOM Police office to verify that they have received the tornado warning and have implemented the BSOM procedures.

2. Send a Patrol unit to warn individuals in the Carol Belk modular units, the intramural fields at Carol Belk, Athletic fields and any outdoor special events to evacuate to safety. 

3. Complete the information in the pre-worded ANNOUNCE and ALERT texts and broadcast to the campus.

4. Contact Dean of Allied Health 328-4400 or 328-2742 or 328-4412 and advise them of the tornado warning for information purposes.  When the Patrol unit has finished checking the modular units, contact the Dean of Allied Health and advise the evacuation/notification check has been completed.

5. Contact the Director of Environmental Health & Safety (328-6166) and advise them of the tornado warning.

6. Contact Housing and advise them of the tornado warning.

7. Have available units patrol campus walkways to alert pedestrians of the tornado warning and advise them to seek shelter in a substantial building.

8. When the tornado warning is canceled, send ANNOUNCE and ALERT that the severe weather warning has ended.

9. Call recall numbers or send a unit to inform evacuees that it is safe to return to their duties.

Health Sciences Campus (Brody Campus Police)

1. Send a Patrol Officer to warn individuals in the modular units to evacuate to safety. 

2. When modular units have been notified/evacuated contact the VC for Health Sciences and advise this activity is complete.

3. When the tornado warning is canceled, contact evacuation sites and advise staff that they may return to their modular units.

4. Have available units patrol campus walkways to alert pedestrians of the tornado warning and advise them to seek shelter in a substantial building.

Procedure #2 – Alert Message and E-mail Alert (East Campus Police)

1. Retrieve pre-worded tornado warning statement from file and fill in the times as broadcast by the Weather Service.

2. Copy & paste wording to an ANNOUNCE and ALERT message and send. 

3. When the Weather Service cancels the tornado warning, follow steps 1 & 2 above to send a message of Tornado Warning cancellation and recall to work.

Should ECU Police need to confirm evacuation, check status of evacuees or send out recall notices, the following information and phone numbers should be used.
