Open Forum:
· K. Holley asked to revisit the issue of HSC permits for special events.  Jack stated that guests are directed to SM 4 or SM 22, problems occur when P & T isn’t made aware of the event or at times when all faculty need to be on campus for a meeting.  S. Henry related the difficulty clinical faculty have moving between the hospital and the LAHN building.  B. Koch shared that he is pursuing the creation of a shuttle system for the AHS campus.  R. Safford-White expressed concern for parking when special events are held; J. Tawney stated that if the planners will contact P & T, a portion of the reserved spaces between the Heart Institute and WLS could be blocked off as they were not all sold.  
· B. Koch relayed a recent issue involving the removal of the motorcycle pad by C-bury gym.  At one time there was a plan to expand the pad which was scrapped for environmental, traffic, and safety concerns in that area.  For these same reasons, the pad was ultimately removed.  This resulted in upset consumers, B. Koch shared that while there were attempts to notify the permit holders, communication was not as good as it could have been.  P & T has since posted a letter to motorcycle permit holders on their web and will include these consumers in future initiatives.  R. Scott suggested looking at using the construction lot on the eat side of Rivers for additional motorcycle parking.  
P&T Update:

· J. Tawney reviewed the parking piece to the Master Plan Study.  Improvements in parking as it relates to expected growth and environmental concerns will be addressed.  Process will include students, focus groups, town hall meetings and a designated rep from the P & T committee.  At our next meeting we plan to brainstorm issues that we would like to bring forward.  J. Tovey expressed a desire to revive something equivalent to the FAST shuttle of several years ago.  Visitor Parking is also an item to be addressed through the Master Plan. 
· J. Tawney and B. Koch have completed their Fee Increase Proposal road show.  They relayed that although no one wants an increase,  people were most positive with option 2.  Option 2 allows for an immediate full increase on reserved permits (greatest impact on West Campus and Heart Institute) and a .50 per pay period increase over 2 years for a total of $24.00. 
Miscellaneous discussions included:

· Cost saving and “green” efforts, S. Henry requested we print information for the committee on both sides of the paper.  J. Tawney related that P & T will reduce the number of permits printed by sending event specific permits electronically  as well as reducing the number of maps printed.  

· The number of credit hours needed to “get out of” the freshman lot have been reduced to 9, may offer B student permits on a first come first serve basis for freshman and eventually convert Dickinson to Health Sciences “C”.  
· J. Tovey inquired about the possibility of closing the street that connects 10th and 5th streets due to serious safety concerns regarding the pick up and drop of students.  This has been a frequently visited initiative and may at some time happen.  The area between Austin and Rawl is also a concern.

· J. Tawney stated that the new financial package has been installed at P &T.  There has been a glitch which is being resolved, when fully functional, many financial process related to permits and citations will be automated.
