Open Forum:
· L. Johnston presented concern from student Beth Dunn regarding facilities using A-2 spaces on College Hill.  Committee agreed that the issue should be brought to Ricky Hill’s attention for possible resolution.  Liz will follow up with Ms. Dunn regarding the issue.  

· S. Henry inquired about parking on west campus for medical residents.  She thought that at one point there had been the creation of an “R” sticker.  Bill offered that there had been some discussion on the issue in the past; Jack will follow up w/ Susan Simpson at Brody.

· S. Henry also inquired about whether or not there were any times that ticketing does not occur.  Jack shared that there is no ticketing anywhere on campus from 5:00 pm Friday afternoon to 7:00 am Monday morning.  

· Open discussion on visitor parking, several university entities have requested additional visitor lots.  Feasibility of “manned” and “gated” lots discussed.  No resolution reached, may be topic for further discussion as long range plans are created.  

P&T Update:

· B. Koch presented the proposal for fee increases for 09-10.  Discussion was based on the materials attached.   

· B. Koch reviewed options 1, 2 and 3 and the P & T five year financial plan.  J. Gill asked about the funding to transit and why it increases so significantly over the next five years.  B. Koch explained that transit feels since they support the initiative to move students off of core campus that P & T should sustain the cost associated with such.  The amount requested by transit was actually much higher. L. Johnston asked why deck fees at UNCG are so much lower than those at NCSU and UNC.  B. Koch responded that UNCG was probably using Bond money as alternative to using parking fees to pay for the construction.  F. Knight inquired about the jump in money provided to the Police Department, B. Koch explained that “one time” funds had been used in the past. 

· The timing of the fee increase initiative was discussed.  Bill shared that he had been to SGA and the Chancellor’s Executive Council.  Janet inquired about possible collaborations with the city.  Bill stated that at present there was no initiative in place but that the possible development of a Performing Arts center might create an opportunity.  The fee initiative will be presented in the near future to the Faculty Welfare Committee, the Staff Senate and the Student SGA Senate.  Bill stated that he had hoped to present the plan to the BOT at the November meeting although this timing is not looking feasible.  A firm plan needs to be in place by February for implementation by July 1, 2009. 

· R. Scott asked about the current services/bank charges line.  B. Koch explained that these charges associated with credit card service charges as well as services such as a security service to transport cash.  S. Henry inquired about the over 90% fee increase for motorcycles.  B. Koch responded that the fee had artificially low for several years.  R. Scott suggested we consider fee reduction for carpooling.  J. Tawney related that this already exists and could be a project in the future to educate students/faculty and staff about this option.  

· J. Tawney reviewed data on towing that had been collected, towing numbers are down, this is due to the focus on education in the area of parking regulations.  

· L. Johnston will strongly encourage the committee to attend the next meeting in order to discuss and perhaps make a make a motion to endorse one of the three parking fee plans.
