Beginning of Year Update (J. Tawney):
· All 30 minute parking meters have been changed to 1 hour, all 1 hour meters have been changed to 2 hours.
· 8 spaces have been moved from in front of Christenbury to allow for buses.
· Additional 7pm zones are now located in front of Christenbury to 10th street.  Maps of all 7pm lots can be found on the P&T website.
· Faculty/Staff and Student lots have been separated at Allied Health.

· Kiosk will be set up at Brody for those that need to exchange their A3 permits for A7.

· 27 A7 spaces have been added to the Outpatient lot located by the Warren Life Science Building.

· $25,000/yr. in additional revenue will be coming in from the Athletic Department for maintenance of the lots used for athletic events.

· The number of hours required for freshman has been lowered in order to upgrade to either the A2 or B2 lot.

· P&T website has been updated.  Contact John Vaughn with any information for the site.

· The city of Greenville will be making changes to the neighborhood street parking.  Once changes have been made P&T will post them on their website.

· SGA Officials have been upgraded to lot specific A1 parking to accommodate their need for easy access to and from campus.

· The idea of carpooling and what special provisions could be made for those that choose to carpool was mentioned.  This will be an ongoing discussion.
· ECU Police will assist with community needs at the leased properties for things such as jumping off a vehicle, keys locked in the car, etc.
Health Sciences Update (R. Safford-White):

· September 19th ECHI employees will begin moving into the building which has provided for some on the A3 waiting list to get their permits.  Those in the ECHI building will have changed their permits from A3 to A7.

· Family Medicine Center will be breaking ground soon followed by the Dental School.

· PCMH to bring online 5 new buildings close to ECU property that could impact Health Sciences traffic and parking but to what degree is unknown at this time.

Handicapped Parking (Liz Johnston):

· At the request of Ms. Johnston, an A7 handicapped van-accessible space will be added to the area in front of the Life Science Building.

· At the request of Ms. Johnston, one of the metered spaces in front of Umstead will be converted to a handicapped metered space.

· A study of the spaces in front of Wright Auditorium will be conducted to determine the need for them to be converted to handicapped spaces.

· The request was made to monitor the 7 space for Urgent Care at Student Health to determine if all spaces are utilized.

Marketing (K. Mizelle):

· The Pirate Radio Station will be used to help promote and relay parking messages to the ECU community.

· A marketing project is underway for a “Loaner Bike Program.”  

Short Term/Long Term Planning:

· The suggestion was made to include bike lanes in high pedestrian areas.
