1.   Call to Order

Bill Koch called committee to order in Room 221 of Mendenhall Student Center.

2.   Approval of Minutes

The minutes of the February 15, 2007 meeting were approved by those in attendance.
New Business: 

Mr. Koch ask that the committee allow Bernard Timberg to present his item of new business first as he had to teach a class within the hour.
· Mr. Timberg presented to the committee his concerns that new faculty are not given a consideration for a first time parking offense.  His concern resulted when he received a $250 parking citation in November 2006 for parking in a handicap space without proper credentials.  He does not have an ECU parking permit or a state handicap placard.  Mr. Timberg states he was being seen at the Student Health Center and there were no spaces available in the immediate area so he pulled into parked in the handicap space and put a note on his vehicle.  His citation appeal has been presented to the Citation Appeals Committee on two separate occasions and was denied both times.  Mr. Timberg is requesting that the Parking Committee grant some leniency in his case.  Mr. Koch thanked Mr. Timberg for sharing his case and concerns to the committee and stated once a decision was made by this committee he would be contacted.

Follow-up discussion among members yielded a unanimous vote to uphold the 
decision rendered by the Citation Appeals Committee.  Appeal denied.
3.
Election of Parking & Traffic Co-Chairman

· Mr. Koch stated a suggestion had been made to elect co-chairs; one representative from main campus and one from west campus.  The voting ballet presented to the committee listed three candidates who agreed to serve if elected:  Liz Johnston (main campus) Kim Holley (west campus) and Renee’ White (west campus).  John Bradley asked for clarification of duties for the co-chairs and tenure of their appointment.  Mr. Koch responded the length of time the chairs would serve had not been determined and could be discussed by the committee at another meeting.    Koch stated the co-chairs would facilitate the monthly committee meetings.   It was discussed among Parking and Traffic committee members that the elected co-chairs attend Parking sub-committee meetings to help resolve parking issues.  After further discuss of the duties of the elected co-chairs; Mr. Bradley stated that faculty were not represented on the current ballet and nominated Ralph Scott.  Mr. Scott agreed to serve if elected.   Mr. Koch asked members present to write Mr. Scotts’ name on the ballet as a candidate representing main campus.   Members were then asked to mark their ballets choosing one co-chair from each campus:
