Parking and Transportation Committee

April 21, 2005 MEETING MINUTES

1. Call to Order

Bill Koch called the committee to order in Mendenhall Student Center, Room 221.  Members in attendance were: Scott Alford, Bill Cluttter, Leslie Craigle (ex-officio), George Harrell, Kimberly Holley, Liz Johnston, Bill Koch, Gil Leebrick, Jonathan Massachi, Renee Safford-White, Brenda Swain, and Mike VanDerven.

2. Approval of Minutes

Those in attendance approved the minutes of the March 24, 2005 meeting as written.

3. Old Business

Referencing request from Kim Watkins, School of Business to review practice of state and government vehicles and vans parking, long term, in A1 Zone, Mike VanDerven reported that a memo was sent to departments in question. Departments responded that vehicles are necessary for office use.




    

4. New Business

· Discussion of A1/A3 Zone Permit Sales to Non-Core and Opposite Campus Personnel

In review of 2004-2005 A1/A3 permit sales, it was determined that there are 155 permit holders using A Zone permits ineffectively. 


· 21  -   A1 Zone permits are used regularly in the A3 Zone at BSOM.

· 23   -  A1 Zone permit holders have moved off-core this year and do not   wish to give up their permits.

· 111  -   A1 Zone permit holders have an off-campus primary office location.


Additionally, it was found that there are approximately 300 A1 Zone spaces available daily on weekdays near Mendenhall Student Center, Fletcher Music Center, and Jenkins Art Building.

Motion by George Harrell:  Move that the parking office implement an administrative rule that individuals may only buy an A Zone permit for the campus nearest to their primary work location, odd conditions will be handled at the discretion of the Parking and Transportation Services Director. In addition, individuals currently holding A Zone permits inconsistent with this rule will be administratively reassigned to the proper zone. Those reassigned will be grandfathered into the correct zone and the sales cap for A3 would be raised to accommodate the reassignment.  Motion was seconded and passed.

Motion by George Harrell: Move that A Zone permit holders with off-core primary work locations to be given the opportunity to exchange the A1 permit for the proper zone, and retain the right to re-purchase an A1 permit without placement on the waiting list if his or her job is moved back to the core campus within two years. Discussion followed and did not move further. 

Revised motion by George Harrell:  Move that off-core A permits be counted as 1/10 instead of 1 in the total number of permits sold. The motion was seconded and approved. 

Harrell requested the 2005-06 figures be reviewed prior to implementation.
