Old Business

· Bill Koch distributed a copy of the memorandum sent to Vice Chancellor Kevin Seitz outlining the recommendation made by the Parking & Transportation Committee concerning the “Dixon Property”.  The letter also included a resolution set forth by the Student Government Association.   Vice Chancellor Seitz recommended that an adhoc group consisting of a member from the Parking Committee, SGA and the Green Space Committee meet to discuss a solution that would agreeable to each group.  Liz Johnston will represent the Parking and Transportation Committee.
· Mike Van Derven reported on the study he conducted concerning the request for a 7:00 p.m. time adjustment in the A1 Zone.  Van Derven stated that each day during the study approximately forty five spaces were not being  utilized from

 5 pm to 7 p.m. in the areas South/West of Mamie Jenkins, Austin and Mesick.   
Committee member John Bradley questioned if the vacant spaces benefited 
faculty/staff working in buildings that requested the time change.  Dr. Harrell 
asked Van Derven to continue monitoring the area and determine how many 
faculty/staff are in the Flanagan building after 5 p.m.  Van Derven will report 
back to the committee subsequent findings.

New Business

· Mike Van Derven gave an overview of the changes in the parking lot structure at the Brody School of Medicine Complex.  He stated there had been some controversy of the re-zoning of a B3 Zone lot to an A3 Zone lot planned for April 15, 2006.  The rezoning of these lot designations has been postponed and will take place on May 15, 2006.    Van Derven reported that Parking and Traffic Services has sold forty-seven B3 Zone permits since the closing of some PCMH parking lots.  The increase sales is a result of ECU faculty/staff working in PCMH purchasing an ECU Permit rather than parking free and utilizing a temporary shuttle.
· Van Derven reported that Mr. Jack Tawney currently employed at NC State has accepted the Assistant Director of Parking and Transportation Services position.  Mr. Tawney will begin February 20th. 

· Liz Johnston, Director of Disability Support reported the continued illegal use of H/D spaces among the campus community.  Mrs. Johnston suggested the loss of campus parking privileges to those individuals who are cited for illegal use of a state H/D placard. After discussion among committee members, Mrs. Johnston made the motion “the fine for violation of handicap parking spaces be raised to $250.00 in accordance with the State of NC fines”.  The motion was seconded and passed with a majority vote of the committee.  The fine recommendation will be incorporated into the 2006-2007 Parking Ordinance presented to the Board of Trustees for approval.
