Parking and Transportation Committee

March 24, 2005 MEETING MINUTES
1. Call to Order

Bill Koch called the committee to order in Mendenhall Student Center 221. Members in attendance were: Elaine Briley, Leslie Craigle, Henry Ferrell, John Gill, Deedee Glascoff, George Harrell, Bill Koch, Gill Leebrick, James Kohlymeyer, Jon Massachi, Alise Rowan, Mike VanDerven, Renee Safford-White

2. Approval of Minutes

Those in attendance approved the minutes of the January 2005 meeting as written.

3. Old Business
Bill Koch stated fifteen votes were cast all in favor or “we had a quorum” that the recommendation be presented to the Board of Trustees that a $5 fee be charged for medical passes issued for the A1 zone.  Mike VanDerven stated the recommendation would be presented to the BOT at the May meeting.

4.  New Business
· Kim Watkins, School of Business, addressed the committee with a complaint that state-owned and government vans are allowed to parking in A1 spaces.  Ms. Watkins stated these vehicles park in spaces that faculty/staff, which pay $288 a year, should be able to use.  She further stated that it had been noted these vehicles often remain in the same parking space for an extended period of time without being moved.  Mike VanDerven addressed the matter stating the A1 zone was designed to accommodate state and government vehicles parking in the A1 zone.  After further discussion, Dr. Harrell asked that Parking and Transportation Services identify the vehicles and a letter  be sent to the responsible department informing them state vehicles can use the Motor Pool lot located on Charles Blvd for long term parking.
· The committee also discussed safety issues relative to high traffic and congestion in the lot between Rawl and Austin.  It was noted that turn around spaces were provided in this lot however, students use these for dropping off and picking up friends.  

· Mike VanDerven reported to the committee the sale dates for the upcoming 2005-2006 parking permits.  All faculty/staff and student vehicle registration will be completed through OneStop.  Registration for those who currently have A1 and A3 zone permits will be April 18 – 29. 

Beginning May 9, permits will be offered in sequential order to those on the current A1/A3 
waiting list until set capacity is reached. Committee member Renee Safford-White stated she 
had concerns that staff and faculty whose offices were recently moved into buildings requiring 
A1/A3 zone permits may receive permits before those on the current A3 waitlist.   She solicited 
the support of the committee that this not be allowed.  Mike VanDerven stated “some 
exemptions had been requested and all had been denied”. 


Registration for current permit holders all other zones and individuals not currently holding a 
permit begins May 16.

· Mike VanDerven presented a proposal to the committee: 25 B2 Zone spaces located on Cotanche St. be rezoned to B1 Zones spaces effective May 9, 2005.  The rezoning request would support the parking needs of faculty/staff whose offices were relocated to newly leased property located at 301 S. Evans St.   He further stated that B1 Zoned parking in the RS-4 lot would be adjusted at the start of the fall semester to accommodate B2 student resident parking.   The committee members were favorable to the proposed changes.

Bill Koch thanked those in attendance and the meeting was adjourned.
