Parking and Transportation Committee

January 19, 2006 Meeting Minutes

1. Call to Order

Bill Koch called the committee to order in Room 221 of Mendenhall Student Center

Members in attendance were Scott Alford, John Bradley, Sue Chapman, Bill Clutter, Amelia Crudup, Leslie Craigle, Jacob Gersh, John Gill, George Harrell, Bill Koch, James Kohlmeyer, Jon Massachi, Gary Overton, Renee’ Safford-White, and Mike Van Derven.

2. Approval of Minutes

Approval of minutes was not needed since there was not a quorum at last meeting.

3. Old Business

Mike Van Derven reported scheduled demolitions were complete however the paving of the lots is running a little behind schedule. Paving is anticipated to be completed by mid February.
John Gill, a member of Green Space Committee, reported on their behalf that Dixon property trees had been preserved and that area was currently seeded as green space. The Parking & Transportation Committee members recommended that the area be converted to additional gravel A1 parking area. A motion was made and unanimously approved that “the Dixon property located at 508 E 9th St be converted to additional A1 Zone parking based on the demolition/construction plan which maintains the trees on the property”.

Mike Van Derven is reviewing information he received from the registrar’s office and will report to the committee next month his findings concerning the request for a 7:00 pm time adjustment to accommodate faculty teaching night classes in the Flanagan Building.
4. New Business

Renee’ White reported several concerns she had received concerning snow removal. After much discussion it was decided that warnings be posted about PCMH employees not parking during snow events or towing would result. 

Renee also reported concern about ADI parking. She stated that with the closing of Moye Blvd. some employees are concerned with the safety of traffic with it being so close to the entrance of the building. Van Derven stated that with the parking being angular it would cost more to change. Renee also mentioned that there was a “green space” at the end of the building and wondered if that could be made in to additional parking for the ADI building. John Gill stated that he would check into that area and get back with his findings.

Van Derven read a letter he had received in concerns to ticketing the Student Rec Center during the holiday. After discussion from the committee, it was decided to keep ticketing as is to keep confusion to a minimum.
