January 20, 2005 MEETING MINUTES

1. Call to Order

Bill Koch called the committee to order in Mendenhall Student Center, Room 221.   Members in attendance were: Mike VanDerven, Scott Alford, Elaine Briley, John Gill, Kim Holley, Liz Johnston, Bill Koch, James Kohlymeyer,  Jon Massachi, Alise Rowan, J.P. Smith and Susie Keene
2. Approval of Minutes

Those in attendance approved the minutes of the November 18, 2004 meeting as written.

3. Old Business

Alise Rowan asked if there was any update as to the 14th Street Bridge project.  Mike VanDerven responded; the project had been pushed back as the bids submitted from contactors to the State were over the State’s budget.  A second bidding process had to take place.  No definite date for the project has been set.




    

4. New Business

· Mike VanDerven brought to the Committee a proposed request to initiate a $5.00 fine adjustment on citations associated with “Parking in Unauthorized Zones”.  The intent of the fine increase is to “deter” those who continue parking in unauthorized zones.  A motion was made and seconded with the committee unanimously voting in support of the increase and proposed that a one year study be conducted to see if the increase was sufficient.  Based on the committees approval the fine increase will be included in the Parking Ordinance changes submitted to the Board of Trustees at the April 2005 meeting.

· Susie Keene presented to the Committee her concerns of the lack of B parking in close proximity to the west end of main campus, specifically around the Spilman building.  Mrs. Keene presented to the committee data of a time study she conducted while riding the campus shuttle.  She further stated riding transit was an unacceptable solution to the problems she incurred in trying to report to work. Mrs. Keene stated that she was representing herself and four other employees in the Spilman building who are asking to be granted A1 parking permits.  
Discussion and response from the committee to Mrs. Keene indicated there was no current additional parking solution to her request for B parking closer to Spilman.  Mr. Scott Alford will review the transit issues Ms. Keene has noted.
5. Other Discussion

Mr. VanDerven related to the members a concern from a Pirate Club Member as to whether parking spaces at the Parking and Transportation Office were appropriately marked. The committee concur that spaces are appropriate with 15-minute free parking at the Parking Office.
