Parking and Transportation Committee 
September 15, 2005 Meeting Minutes

1.  Call to Order

Bill Koch called the committee to order in Room 212 of Mendenhall Student Center.  

As an introduction of new members the Chairman asked each in attendance to introduce themselves.  Members in attendance were Sue Chapman, Bill Clutter, Leslie Craigle, Wood Davidson, Jane Desomma, Jacob Gersh, John Gill, George Harrell, Liz Johnston, Bill Koch, Gary Overton, Renee’ Safford-White, Ralph Scott, Cedrea Stephens, Mike VanDerven and Elaine Briley  

2.  Approval of Minutes

Those members in attendance approved the minutes of the April 21, 2005 meeting as written.

3.  Old Business

No discussion was needed.
4.  New Business - Annual Parking Update
· Mike VanDerven issued a memo to committee members outlining the current status of the parking program.  The current overview of permit sales for 2005-2006 shows an oversell of 6 permits in Zone A1.   Dr. Harrell stated that the oversell was created when the Parking Accessible Review Committee (PARC) gave approval to upgrade a faculty, staff or student into to the A1 Zone based on a disability need. VanDerven stated no additional Zone A1 permits will be issued until the number of permits “sold” is below the maximum capacity.

· Mr. VanDerven stated parking fines were still being held in escrow pending litigations.  Dr. Harrell confirmed to the committee litigations were upheld in the court system and the University System had lost the case. 

However, the University System has presented documentation to the 
courts
in an effort to retain more than the 10% of the fines.
Mr. VanDerven’s report included information to the committee: 
· Approval by BOT the $5 per week medical pass fee and $15 to $20 fine increase for parking in an unauthorized zone.

· Parking and Transportation’s implementation of a $17.00 labor rate for departmental events.

· Other items included zone changes and construction updates
4. 
New Business – H/D Accessible Parking Issues

Liz Johnston, Director of Disability Support gave statistics to the committee referencing handicap parking spaces and the utilization of these spaces.  Mrs. Johnston stated that the use pattern for H/D spaces changes each semester.   Mrs. Johnston stated she regularly does a “walk-thru” on east campus to view the H/D parking utilization and the core campus spaces would not be full without violators.  On a recent “walk-thru” over a four day period, a total of six illegal parking violators, shameful to say, were identified as a faculty or staff member.  She stated if a citation is issued by an ECU Police Officer for illegal use of a state placard; or parking in a handicapped space without a placard, the fine would be $250 versus $100 fine being issued by a Parking Control Officer.  Mrs. Johnston made a recommendation that the committee consider increasing the fine for illegal use of “H/D Placard”. Dr. Harrell stated the fee could not be changed without the approval of the Board of Trustees.   Dr. Harrell suggested that Mrs. Johnston call ECU Police and ask for an officer to walk with her when she does her next “walk-thru” to point out the illegal users.  The police officer would then issue the citation which would result in a higher fine.  Dr. Harrell asked Mike VanDerven to send correspondence to Chief Stroud asking for their assistance in this matter.
Mrs. Johnston stated the Parking Accessible Review Committee has worked well and doesn’t disagree on decisions.  She questioned if the PARC should continue as it now exists or change the structure.   After discussion among the Parking & Traffic Committee members Mrs. Johnston made the motion that “The Parking Accessible Review Committee is used for the purpose of an individual to appeal the decision made by the Director of Disability Support Services”.  The motion was seconded by Bill Clutter and unanimously approved.
Mrs. Johnston stated she received a telephone call from a Vocational Rehabilitation Counselor questioning why a student with a disability should be charged $288 for a parking permit.   Wood Davidson, ECU Student Transit Manager stated that all buses leaving the Allied Health parking zones are H/D compliant therefore, giving her access to the $72 C Zone.  

It was noted by Mr. Davidson that the bus route into these zones had been changed.  Davidson also stated the bus shelter and cut-a-ways are on the opposite side from the flow of traffic; Dr. Harrell stated he would have Campus Operations move the shelter and provide H/D accessibility to better ensure the safety of all individuals.
4. 
New Business – BSOM Parking Plan 

Mike VanDerven presented to the Parking and Transportation Committee a comprehensive overview of the major expansion of the facilities and parking infrastructure at the Brody Medical Complex.  He stated a parking sub-committee was formed and held several meetings to discuss options and review potential parking maps for the Brody Medical Complex.  On September 9, 2005, the parking sub-committee met and finalized the plan with a unanimously approval.  He stated 

“The plan will be staged appropriately in conjunction with the 2006-2007 parking cycle and coordinate with the phased move-in of the Allied Health and Nursing Project”.   The new plan was discussed in detail by Mr. VanDerven who answered questions and gave informative information in his presentation.  

Bill Koch made a motion to accept the sub-committees parking plan presented.  The motion carried unanimously.
