Parking and Transportation Committee 
December 15, 2005 Meeting Minutes

1.  Call to Order

Bill Koch called the committee to order in Room 212 of Mendenhall Student Center.  

Members in attendance were Scott Alford, Bill Clutter, George Harrell, Liz Johnston, Bill Koch, Jon Massachi, Renee’ Safford-White, Mike VanDerven and Elaine Briley  

2.  Approval of Minutes

Those members in attendance approved the minutes of the September 15, 2005 meeting as written.

3.  Old Business

No discussion was needed.
4.  New Business –   Informational Update 
Mike VanDerven reported the A1 zone has an oversell of seven (7) permits. The oversell resulted as approved handicapped upgrades by PARC.  He stated that the A1 zone currently has a waitlist of 278 while A3 zone has a waitlist of 187.  Mike stated the 2006-2007 parking permit order and delivery date is on track.
Mr. VanDerven reported on demolition projects scheduled to begin as follows:  

· December 19, 2006 - Demolition is to begin at the Dixon property located 508 E 9th St.   It was reported by Mr. VanDerven and Dr. Harrell that the Green Space Committee has requested that the Dixon Property lot remain entirely as “green space” with the lot being graded and seeded in order to preserve the trees which are located on the property.  The committee members discussed their concerns and need for this lot to be converted to the gravel A1 Zone as was in the master demolition plans.  A motion was recommended and approved by the Parking & Transportation Committee that: “The Dixon property located 508 E 9th Street be converted to additional A1 Zone parking based on the Parking and Traffic demolition/construction plan which maintains the two large oak trees on the front of the property”.  
· Demolition is scheduled to begin at the “Old Hardee Lot” on December 23rd.   The lot will be “patched” to allow parking however the lot will not be paved until late January 2006 in conjunction with the paving of the Amoco lot located on 10th St.
· Demolition of the Amoco Station on E.10th Street is scheduled for January. The parking lot in this area will be paved and stripped at the same time the old “Hardee’s” parking lot is paved.
· Faculty member Margaret Wirth submitted a request to Mr. VanDerven asking the Parking Committee to extend the hours restricting non-A1/A3 permit parking in the 


A Zone lot South of Flanagan from 7:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m.  Currently, this lot is restricted 
to A1/A3 permit parking 7:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.  The request was denied.   Chairman Bill 
Koch recommended that Parking & Transportation study the logistics of varying times 
within the A1 zone.   Mr. VanDerven stated he would report back to the committee the 
findings of this study at the next meeting.
New Business - Parking Adjustment Request
David Price, Financial Services Director came to the Parking & Transportation Committee requesting that 11 staff members and 2 temporary employees (B1 permit holders) whose offices have temporarily been assigned to Slay dorm be allowed to park in the A1 Zone.  The request was denied.   The committee did share with Mr. Price alternative B1 Zones where his staff should be able to find available parking spaces.
