3.   Change of Organizational Responsibilities



· Kevin Seitz, Vice Chancellor for Administration and Finance, addressed the committee to give an overview of recent administrative changes that includes Parking and Transportation Services now reporting to Bill Koch, Director of Environmental Health and Safety.   Mr. Seitz began by acknowledging the importance of the Parking and Transportation Committee and those who serve as members.  Mr. Seitz stated he recently did some background history of the campus parking structure and while the current program, implemented four years ago brought about improvement; he believes it is time to take the parking program to the next level.   Seitz stated a new approach for the parking program would consist of three issues: flexibility, customer service and a working relationship with ECU Police Department and Transit.  He related that Mr. Koch has already initiated the need to change by attending a Deans’ meeting to hear the parking questions and concerns.  A pledge was given to the Deans to look at their concerns and present them to the Parking Committee who serve as an advisory board.   Bill Koch, Mike Van Derven and Jack Tawney are scheduled to meet with other key people on campus to address specifics needs at BSOM and Health Sciences.  These issues and views will be brought to the committee for recommendations for improvement or change.
· Bill Koch introduced new committee members Leslie Craigle, Todd Johnson and Jack Tawney.  These new appointees were part of the reorganization changes.  Bill stated with his new responsibilities he would no longer serve as the Chair of the P&T Committee and asked for recommendations for a new Chairman and Vice Chairman.  Committee member John Brady asked Bill to identify the roll of these positions.  Bill responded the chair would approve agenda and conduct the monthly meetings.  After discussion, members unanimously agreed that recommendations for Chairman and Vice Chairman would be submitted to the committee’s recording secretary, Elaine Briley.  An on-line ballot will be sent to members for a vote.  Chairman would be the member with the highest number and Vice Chairman second number of votes.
