Call to Order

Bill Koch called the committee to order in Room 221 of Mendenhall Student Center. In attendance were Jessica Brower, Wood Davidson, John Gill, Justin Gross, George Harrell, Kim Holley, Liz Johnston, Gary Overton, Ralph Scott, Jack Tawney, Mike Van Derven, and guest, Michael Crane.

Approval of Minutes

The minutes of the October 19, 2006 meeting were approved by those in attendance.

Old Business

· S. Rudolph Alexander Performing Arts Parking - Michael Crane representing the S. Rudolph Alexander Performing Arts appeared before the committee to seek additional clarification regarding the parking requests that were presented previously at the September 21, 2006 Parking and Transportation meeting.  After reviewing the requests, the committee felt that Parking and Transportation Services makes considerable concessions to the Performing Arts Series, due to events being “land locked” in the main academic campus and the large outside audience participation.  Committee decisions on previous parking requests are documented in past minutes.  Parking and Transportation Services will continue to work with the Performing Arts Series on a case-by-case event.

New Business

· C Zone Parking – Health Sciences - Dr. Harrell explained that the original C Zone parking area at the Health Science campus is greatly diminished due to construction projects.  The current C Zone parking lot will no longer be in existence shortly after implementation of the new 2007-2008 parking permit year.  It continued, C Zone would have to be “artificially” contrived.  Dr. Harrell recommended that the committee consider eliminating C Zone parking at the Health Sciences Campus due to the fact that C Zone parking at Health Sciences does not meet the requirements to qualify for C Zoning.  C Zone parking requires transit/bus support to transfer parking patrons to core campus activities or is remote unimproved parking.  John Gill made a motion to eliminate C Zone parking at the Health Science campus in conjunction with the new parking permit year July 1, 2007. The motion was seconded by student representative, Jessica Brower, and unanimously approved by the Parking and Transportation committee.

· Parking Permit Fees - Dr. Harrell addressed the fees for parking permits.  He stated that he recommends permit fees remain unchanged for the 2007-2008 parking permit cycle.  Parking and Transportation Services has maintained the current fee structure for four years and could maintain the current fee structure for one additional year and still meet financial obligations.  Dr. Harrell suggested that the committee should develop a methodology to determine parking permit fees for the future.

· Parking Violation Fines - Dr. Harrell reported that since the Board of Trustees approved the change in the fine amount for the wrong zone violation fine from $15 to $20 for the 2005-2006 parking year, the number of wrong zone parking offenders has decreased proportionally. He recommended that the committee review the current fine structure to consider changes and recommendations to improve overall parking.
