1. Call to order

Follow up Graduate School Parking Discussions:
Motorcycle Parking:  At the request of Greg Meyer, the motorcycle pad near Christenbury Gym was considered being enlarged. Plans were moving along on this according to Bill Koch and Jack Tawney; however they were told enlarging this would be a pedestrian safety issue, and the project was cancelled. Tawney explained that there is ample motorcycle parking, but it may not be as convenient as desired.

At this time, Mr. Bill Moxley introduced himself as a non-degree graduate student. He is a senior citizen taking courses, and has a C zone permit. He offered suggestions to improve commuter parking and pedestrian safety including possibly building a pedestrian bridge over 14th Street from the athletic complex to the College Hill Drive area. He also made suggestions for the A2 lots on 14th Street. Bill Koch suggested Curry Court might be a good location, or the former Woodworks parking lot since Mr. Moxley enjoys walking from the perimeter area lots.

Regarding the A2 lots on 14th Street, Tawney reported that about 32% of resident students have cars. P&T offered a one-time reduction of the number of credits needed to purchase an A2 permit. They will reassess the parking situation on 14th Street after students settle into their parking pattern for the semester.

A1 Zone – Time Changes:   Jack Tawney reported that they reviewed the time schedules for various zones and felt it was confusing to have so many different starting times for A zones to open for B and C zone parking. There are now just two times, 3 pm and 7 pm, with those held until 7 pm to help faculty for evening classes find a space; and additional lots opening at 3 pm due to availability seen in several lots.

Renee Safford-White stated she does not like the 3 pm change because of having to travel between campuses for meetings and being unable to find a parking space at the Health Sciences Campus after 3 pm. Kim Holley suggested maybe some of the HS Campus can be changed to 7 pm. Bill and Jack said they will look at the HS Campus and review the situation.

Moye Clinics: There was discussion about the Moye Clinic Building and the problems expected when patients begin using the facility. Since it is leased property, P&T does not sell permits to employees who work there. The problem is that ECU employees are parking there and walking across the street to the Brody Building.  Kim Holley will bring this to Chris and the HSC Subcommittee.




Visitor Parking:  Mike Perry of the ECU PD questioned why the police department is asked to distribute visitor parking permits from their office, as the telecommunicators are busy with other duties. Bill Koch asked if the PD would keep a log to get an idea of the number of permits that are being given out, and they would then re-evaluate the process.

Towing Policy: The new policy for the A Zone is that if no prior history of parking infraction is found, only a citation will be given for this first violation. If any prior citations were issued, the vehicle will be towed. Committee members were asked to review the policy and bring any concerns to the next meeting.

Fines/Fees/Policy Changes for BOT:  No changes have been made, but P&T will need to review the fines and fee schedule for anything needing to be changed by November 1, in order to go to the BOT. P&T only gets 20% of the fines issued as the rest goes to the public schools. Approx. $400,000 goes to the schools each year. 

A Zone priority: Bill Koch reported that the group may need to review and discuss the protocol when newly-hired or promoted upper-level administrators ask how to more rapidly progress through the A Zone waiting list. There are currently 320 on the A1 wait list.  

Other concerns:  Renee Safford-White reported that the Medical Resident Program is moving into the old Laupus Library, and there may be some additional parking needs or problems related to this move.
