1.   Call to Order

Bill Koch called meeting to order in Room 15 of Mendenhall Student Center.

Chairman Koch introduce two new members; Adriane Spivey, Student Senate and 
Justin Gross, Adult and Commuting Student.

2.   Approval of Minutes

Those in attendance approved the September 20, 2006 minutes as written.

3.   Old Business

· Departmental Guest Permits – Bill Koch stated Rick Niswander (College of Business) asked for an update on a request that was submitted last year, to allow Departmental Guest Permits parking the A1 zone.  Mike Van Derven responded to the committee with reference to Standard Operating Procedure #200-063 which outlines the specific use and parking areas where the permit is valid.  After a questions and answers among members no motion was made change to the current policy.  However committee member Ralph Scott asked that a subcommittee be formed to study visitor parking.  Request did not result in a motion. Van Derven stated a campus wide parking and traffic study was currently being developed.
4.   New Business

· Dr. George Harrell presented to the committee requests he received from Michael Dowdy for parking at the Greenville Centre. 
 Requested that the six visitor parking spaces be relocated adjacent to the front entrance with three on each side, this was accommodated administratively.  A second request from Mr. Dowdy was to dispense enforcement regulations at the Centre after 5:00 pm to allow students who work in the evening to do so without a permit.  Dr. Harrell explained to the committee that what was being requested was an exception to the parking by permit only basis of the parking program and that an accommodation had already been made for the student workers at the Centre by allocating C Zone spaces marked for students only.  Request did not result in a motion.   Mr. Dowdy also requested to designate visitor spaces as limited for 2 hour limit; long term visitors would require a hang tag.  Request was denied due to being unenforceable.
· Liz Ellerbe, Department of Development and Alumni Affairs presented to the committee a request to convert the current B3 Zone at the ADI building to an A3 Zone.  It was noted that all but three employees in the building already have an A3 Zone permit. During the discussion among committee members, it was mentioned that the Health Sciences Parking Subcommittee may have incorrectly classified the ADI lot as a B3 Zone and that the problems ADI is having with parking reflects the improper zoning.  Scott Carter made a motion to change the B3 Zone around the ADI building to an A3 Zone.  The motion was seconded and approved by the committee.

Administrative note:  The existing B Zone permit holders in that location will be allowed to upgrade to an A zone permit without going on the wait list as a one time accommodation.  To avoid a conflict of interest Ms. Renee’ Safford-White abstained from voting.
4.   New Business

· Renee Safford-White requested the possibility of allowing faculty and staff with B3 or C zone permits to park in patient lots after normal business hours.  This request was based on safety concerns from employees.  After a short discussion and clarification as to what time day the B3 and C Zone permits could begin to park in the A3 zone, Ms. White withdrew her request from the table.
· Dr. Dorothy Spencer, Director Laupus Library presented to the committee a request of compromise or modifications for parking specifically in the area of the Health Science Building.  Dr. Spencer stated that the Laupus Library is a public library that is used extensively by affiliates and non affiliates’ of the University.   Suggested modification included: 1)  ten free parking spaces for “Non-ECU” affiliate parking or suspend permit requirements after 5 p.m. and on weekends”  2) a “15 minute Loading Zone” be installed at the book drop area for Laupus Library  3) additional meters for guest parking.  After a lengthy discussion, Dr. Spencer and committee members agree that further study for visitor parking at Health Science Building is needed.   Dr. George Harrell stated the following requested items would be addressed administratively: install a “15 minute loading zone space” and six additional metered spaces.
· The committee reviewed the letter received from Sheldon Downes suggesting one or two changes to the current policy of towing vehicles from the A1 Zone.  No action was taken by the committee.
5.   Adjourn

No other items were on the agenda and Scott Carter made a motion to adjourn.
