Parking and Transportation Committee 

September 21, 2006 Meeting Minutes

1.  Call to Order

Bill Koch called the committee to order in Room 221 of Mendenhall Student Center.  In attendance were: Scott Alford, John Bradley, Elaine Briley, Scott Carter, Sue Chapman, Leslie Craigle, Tandy Dunn, John Gill, George Harrell, Mary Ruth Helms, Kim Holley, Michael Ivy, Liz Johnston, Bill Koch, Gregory Meyer, Gary Overton, Ralph Scott, Jack Tawney, Mike Van Derven, guests: Michael Crane, Beth Velde and Carolyn Erwin

Chairman Koch stated the first order of business would be presented by Ralph Scott to allow him time to make his presentation and attend another meeting on campus.  Mr. Scott requested the committee to review or address parking needs of visitors and guest specifically to Joyner Library.  His concern is the walking distance from the visitor parking lots.  He suggested looking into a possible pay attendant lot or additional meters in the A1 lot behind Joyner.  He was also concerned about visitors and guest that have state handicap placards.  Scott Alford suggested that Joyner Library guest be advised to park at Curry Court and utilizes the transit buses which are handicap accessible.

Mr. Alford stated the transit buses stop in front of Joyner and would get visitors and guest closer to Joyner than creating additional meters spaces. Visitors who purchase a one day parking permit from the Parking Office and have a valid state placard registered to them would be eligible to upgrade for A1 parking behind Joyner.
No action was taken by the Committee for lack of a motion.
Welcome to Members

Bill Koch welcomed the new and returning members in attendance and each person introduced themselves.  A new Parking and Transportation Committee membership list was distributed and Bill reviewed the charge of the committee including its responsibilities.

Approval of Minutes

Old Business
· Tiered Parking:   Mike Van Derven reported to the committee in response to a request from the Staff Senate to review the current zone parking plan versus a tiered pricing structures.  Written documentation was presented to each committee member that compared tiered salary pricing versus our current rate structure which is based on reasonably priced alternative. After review of the documentation the committee unanimously agreed in no motion to change the current parking system.

· Handicap Accessible Parking Issues:  Liz Johnston with Disability Support Services presented to the committee concerns of students living in dorms who
use motorized chairs to have accessible parking outside of their dorm.  This particular issue deals primarily with students living on main campus. After discussion among committee members it was then agreed that Disability Support along with Parking & Transportation Services already have the authority to approve exceptions on a case by case basis. 
· C Zone Parking Health Science Campus:  After a presentation and clarification of the current C zone parking accommodations at the Health Science Campus by Mike Van Derven it was determined that all current C zone parking is adequate.
Van Derven stated that all C zone parking permit applications for academic year 2006-2007 were issued permits and no waitlist exists.   As the Health Science campus continues to develop additional discussion will be required regarding appropriate parking accommodation.

New Business

· Courtesy Permit for Health Sciences Building: Beth Velde requested that a new Special Courtesy Permit be made that would allow Health Sciences employees with a B3 permit  to utilize the A3 zone parking at the Brody Building.  After the presentation the committee agreed no action should be taken on this request.
· S. Rudolph Alexander Performing Arts Parking: Michael Crane presented the following permission request:
· To park large vehicles to include tractor trailers and buses on the Wright Building brick plaza

· Reserve 10 parking spaces for corporate sponsors
· Reserve parking spaces for performers  with use of Department Guest Permits

· Installation of departmental large signage
The committee denied permission for parking on the Wright Building brick plaza.  The area would be for allowed loading/unloading only and vehicles would be moved to designated locations. Parking accommodations for school buses will be provided per standard operating procedures number 200-069.
Due to a time constraint using Mendenhall Room 221; no further action was taken by the committee.

Bill Koch thanked those in attendance and the meeting was adjourned.
