Laboratory Safety and Responsibility Agreement

Lab Rules:

1) Anyone who works in the CEL has to be checked out by the CEL Manager to use any of the equipment/resources in the lab.

2) Anyone working in the lab, even on a limited basis, must have passed EH&S’s Lab Safety Quiz.

3) Everyone using the lab should note the location of the nearest fire extinguisher, eye wash station, and safety shower before beginning work.

4) Everyone using the lab must SIGN UP on the calendar outside of the lab door to reserve time and equipment.

5) Always wear CLOSE-TOED SHOES

6) Do not wear contact lenses.

7) Always wear protective gloves and safety glasses when handling strong acids, alkalis, or other hazardous materials

8) Always wear a lab coat or apron

9) Always transfer hazardous materials in a fume hood. 

10) Everyone using the lab must CLEAN UP after themselves in a timely manner – for example, all materials used must be clean and ready for use the following day.

11) Dispose of waste and excess materials in the proper manner and record waste disposed of down the sink on drain log.

12) No horseplay in the lab.

13) If you don’t know how to do something, ASK!

Responsibility Agreement:

I accept responsibility for working in a manner that does not endanger myself or other personnel working in the lab.

I accept responsibility for using only those procedures, equipment, and instruments for which I have had adequate training.

I accept responsibility to follow the lab rules listed above.

I understand that if I fail to adhere to this agreement, I may lose the privilege of working in the Central Environmental Laboratory.
