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Tuition Waiver Guidelines
Ph.D. in Technical and Professional Discourse
East Carolina University

Graduate School funding is limited; tuition waivers, especially out-of-state waivers, are very difficult to
obtain. If you accept a tuition waiver from the Department of English, you must follow these
guidelines.

1. Although you should consult with your mentor/ Dissertation Committee chair about choosing
classes, once you have registered, obtain permission from the Graduate Director before
dropping a course or adding a class to your schedule.

2. You cannot use tuition waivers for study abroad courses.
3. You cannot use tuition waivers for undergraduate courses.

4. You cannot use tuition waivers for distance education classes. Should you be interested in
taking a distance education class, talk the Graduate Administrative Assistant.

Out-of-state Students with Tuition Waivers

If you are an out-of-state student, you should actively seek to gain in-state residency. To learn more
about this process, please see the Graduate Administrative Assistant. If possible, contact her or him as
soon as you can after you are admitted and before you arrive in Greenville, NC.

Following a successful defense, revise dissertation as needed before submitting to the graduate school for approval.
