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Eighth Annual Eastern North Carolina High School Model United Nations

Invitation:  Your High School is invited to participate in the Eighth Annual Eastern North Carolina High School Model United Nations Conference.  This conference will soon be the largest high school extracurricular activity in Eastern North Carolina.  In 2004, 20 schools and over 230 students participated in the event. The Model United Nations program is open to all interested students throughout North Carolina. 
Background:  The Model United Nations is a simulation of the United Nations.  Students assume the roles of "ambassadors" or “delegates” to the United Nations and debate the current issues on the UN's agenda.  Through diplomacy and negotiation, Model UN students seek out solutions to complex global concerns such as international security, global terrorism, environment, economic development, refugees, AIDS, conflict resolution, disarmament, and human rights.  
How the Model UN Works:  There are two basic components to the Model UN experience.  First, students go through an intensive preparation process where they research the countries they will represent, organize positions, prepare policy papers, draft resolutions, and practice the rules of procedure and public speaking techniques.  Second, the students become the ambassadors during the Model UN conference which will last two days.  The role-playing during the conference involves participants in the exciting process of synthesizing and ultimately applying the information and skills acquired during preparation.  The Model UN experience demonstrates the importance of the precious skills of caucusing, negotiation, consensus building and compromise. The conference will also include Academic World Quest, a trivia game of world events, where schools will compete against each other.  The winning team is invited to participate in the national competition in Washington, D.C. in March 2006, sponsored by the World Affairs Councils of America.
