Bachelor of Science in Communication

The Bachelor of Science in Communication with concentrations in Broadcast Journalism, Media Production and Media Studies is a professional degree program that prepares students to be news writers and broadcast journalists, audio and video specialists and performers, directors, and/or managers.  The program is centered on applied mass media studies supported by a theoretical foundation.  Students enrolled in the BS Communication program are encouraged to either choose a minor related to their degree path or structured electives to complete the degree requirements.  The minimum degree requirement for graduation with a BS degree in Communication is 126 semester hours of credit.  The Bachelor of Science degree is offered with concentrations in:
