PREFACE

This is a handbook of general information for music students, faculty, and staff.  It is intended to supplement the university catalog, not supercede it.  Included are many aspects of the music curriculum, advising suggestions and the policies of the School of Music.  The administrative staff at the beginning of each school year revises The School of Music Handbook, reflecting suggestions from members of the student body and the School of Music Faculty.  It contains much information, which is needed at various times during the school year, including a calendar of important dates.

East Carolina University seeks to comply fully with the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA).  Students requesting accommodations based on a covered disability must go to the Department for Disability Support Services, located in 138 Slay Hall, to verify the disability before any accommodations can occur. APPLIED MUSIC
1.  Applied instructors for incoming students are assigned during the registration period and are assigned according to teaching load balance, student requests, and the recommendations of the applied faculty.

2.  An incoming student who has a preference for a certain applied instructor is assigned accordingly if that instructor's teaching load will allow this.  Students must submit written requests to the department chairs before or during the registration period.

3.  Applied lesson scheduling:  Students must present individual schedules to both major and minor instructors as soon as possible. Applied instructors cannot arrange and post their lesson schedules until they have collected all student schedules.

4. Incoming students for voice and piano may determine the identity of applied instructors by speaking with the head of the department.  Former students also should check applied registration section numbers to be sure they are registered with correct instructors.  The key for applied teacher section numbers follows the “Levels for Applied Music” section.

5.  Major applied students receive one-hour total lesson time per week (credits variable from 0 to 4 s.h.), and minor applied students receive one half hour lesson per week (1 s.h. credit).  Students are expected to practice a minimum of two hours daily for 0 or 2 s.h. credit, three hours daily for 3 s.h. credit and four hours daily for 4 s.h. credit.

6.  Freshmen usually receive no more than 2 s.h. credits per semester for applied music.

7.  Students continue taking 2 s.h. credit of applied music per semester through the senior year for curricula, which require no more than 14 or 16 s.h. of major applied credits.

8.  A student who’s anticipated curriculum requires more than 16 s.h. applied credit may begin taking more than 2 s.h. each semester as recommended by the applied instructor.

9.  Pre-registration or registration for changes in the number of applied music credits may not be made until the Upper Division Qualifying Exam has been passed.

10.  No refunds from the University Cashier are issued for applied music that is officially dropped after the 5-day drop-add period. Applied Music fees are $35.00 per credit hour.
11.  Minor applied:  (a) A student normally should not register for more than one minor applied credit each semester.  Students who are behind in minor applied credits may take credit in more than one minor applied area only by recommendation of the applied instructor and with special permission from the Assistant Director for Student Services.  (b) Extra instrumental class credit qualifies as minor credit.  (c) In order to be assigned minor applied private lessons in an area, a student first must complete the class in that area or receive permission from the instructor.

12.  Juries are required of all music majors registered for applied music at the conclusion of each semester.  A recital jury may be substituted in some cases.  Consult your applied teacher concerning this policy.  

LEVELS FOR APPLIED MUSIC
Below is a listing for applied music levels used by the School of Music.  These are minimum levels used for entry into the School of Music and minimum levels for graduation in the various upper level majors.

Level I:
This level is considered too far below college level proficiency for an auditioning student to be accepted as a music major or minor.

Level II:
This level is a probationary level.  Auditioning students who receive an average of level II from the auditioning committees are accepted on probation; these students must reach the beginning of level III by the end of their first semester in order to be fully accepted as music majors or minors.

Level III:
The beginning of Level III is the minimum level for acceptance as a music major or minor.

Level IV:
The beginning of level IV is the minimum level for a first semester sophomore music major toward a B.M. degree.  

Level V:
The beginning of level V is the minimum level for a first semester junior music major working toward a B.M. degree. 

Level VI:
The beginning of level VI is the minimum level for a first semester senior music major working toward a B.M. degree.  The completion of level VI is the minimum level for completion of all B.M. upper level majors with the exception of performance and pedagogy majors.

Level VII:
The completion of level VII is the minimum level for completion of the applied requirements for B.M. majors in voice pedagogy and piano pedagogy.

Level VIII:
The completion of level VIII is the minimum level for completion of the applied requirements for B.M. majors in performance.

A student who receives satisfactory grades for two semesters in a given applied music level is advanced to the beginning of the next level or higher, as determined by the student's applied jury.

PERFORMANCE GROUPS

Below are listed the School of Music large ensembles and chamber groups.  Performance group requirements are included as the final guideline for each Bachelor of Music curriculum in the Undergraduate Catalog; see the official catalog for specific details.

Many students become members of two large ensembles at one time; however, only in rare instances should a student be a member of three large ensembles during one semester.  Regardless of the number of performance groups a student is in during one semester, only one large performance group requirement may be satisfied each semester.  It should be noted that excessive enrollment in performance groups (or other elective courses) can contribute to excess hours and a subsequent tuition surcharge. 

Auditions for performance groups are generally held prior to the first day of classes during the fall and spring semesters.  Audition information is posted in the main lobby of the music center prior to the beginning of each semester.

LARGE ENSEMBLES:

Marching Pirates (Fall semester only)  MUSC 1705/6705

The Marching Pirates serves the usual function at home football games and travels with the football team to about one away game.  It is intended that participation in the Marching Pirates will provide a laboratory experience for the instrumental music education majors, open to music and non-music majors.

Marching Band Field Experience  MUSC 1706

Participation in marching band with a teaching component emphasizing marching band pedagogy through student leadership positions. Music majors may count only 2 s.h. of Marching Band Field Experience (MUSC 1706, 1 s.h.) for large ensemble credit. 

Wind Ensemble  MUSC 1735/6735

A selected and balanced instrumental organization chosen to represent the School of Music in performances both on and off campus.  The course of study includes rehearsal and performance techniques as well as study of music literature and stylistic interpretation of the entire wind repertoire.  Open by audition only.

Symphonic Band  MUSC 1765/6765 (001)

For wind and percussion majors and general college students who desire to participate in a musical organization with high standards. Audition required.

Concert Band  MUSC 1715/6715 (001)

Enrollment is open to any ECU student with previous concert band experience regardless of major. No audition required.  

Women’s Glee Club  MUSC 1665/6665

A women’s chorus open to music and non-music majors without audition. The group rehearses and performs choral literature of all historical periods and styles, ranging from Renaissance to Popular.  Several performances, both on and off campus, are given each semester.

Chamber Singers  MUSC 1675/6665

A selected group of approximately 24 singers open to music majors and non-music majors by

audition.  The ensemble performs literature of all style periods, from Renaissance to 20th

century.  The group tours annually to represent the university at high schools, churches and

alumni functions.

University Chorale  MUSC1635/6635

A mixed chorus open to music and non-music majors without audition. The group rehearses and performs choral literature of all historical periods and styles, ranging from Renaissance to Popular.  Several performances, both on and off campus, are given each semester.

Symphony Orchestra  MUSC 1745/6745

A fully instrumented orchestra that performs both on and off campus.  The repertoire includes traditional and contemporary works, such as symphonies, concertos, oratorios, operas, and other forms available for the medium.  Membership is open to qualified instrumentalists by audition only.

MWF Jazz Ensemble, MUSC 1775/6775, Sec. 001

TTH Jazz Ensemble, MUSC 1775/6775, Sec. 002,

Membership is open to qualified students by audition only. 

CHAMBER ENSEMBLES AND SMALL PERFORMANCE GROUPS:

The Chamber Ensembles provide opportunity for the advanced music major to develop both performance ability and knowledge of literature in this area.  Membership in chamber ensembles is either by audition or assignment by applied teachers.

CHAMBER MUSIC POLICIES

All chamber music groups rehearse a standardized amount of rehearsal time with a minimum of two hours weekly.

All chamber music groups plan to have scheduled a minimum of one performance obligation per term (i.e. perform on a coordinated department-wide student chamber music evening performance, a regularly scheduled concert, or off-campus opportunities).          

CONCERTS (EXTRA REHEARSALS)

For large performance ensembles, chamber ensembles and small performance groups, rehearsals for performances (in excess of the regular scheduled rehearsals) are to be held to a minimum.

IMPORTANT CURRICULAR INFORMATION
1.  It is the student's responsibility to fulfill all requirements in the chosen curriculum.

2.  The only official curricula are contained in the Undergraduate Catalogue.  The student must refer to the catalogue under which he plans to graduate to be sure that all requirements are met.  Reference copies of all degree checklists are provided near the end of the curriculum section of this handbook for the student’s convenience of recording completion of courses from semester to semester.

3.  A student may choose to graduate under any Undergraduate Catalogue dating from the freshman through the senior year. (However, note item 4 below.)

4.  A student may graduate under no catalogue dated earlier than five years before his graduation.

5.  Curricular guidelines followed for both music and foundation curriculum courses must be from the same year's catalogue.

6.  In order to insure against misunderstanding, students who receive endorsements for course waivers, course substitutions, or other exceptions, should have these endorsements signed by the Assistant Director for Student Services.  The above endorsements may be made on the student's check sheet in his record in the music office.

7.  Courses out of the School of Music, which are required as professional courses within the music guidelines, may not also be counted on foundation curriculum guidelines.  (For example, the music education major must take SPED 4010 within the music education professional education guideline and therefore may not use this course on the general education, social science guideline.)

ASSIGNMENT OF ADVISORS
1.  Freshman and sophomore students will be advised by the Assistant Director for Student Services until they have passed the Upper Division Qualifying Exam and have declared a major.

2.  Advisors will be posted during each pre-registration period for students who have achieved junior level in their applied music (Level V) and have declared a major. Faculty in the declared major advise these students  (i.e., music education majors have music education faculty for advisors, etc.)

3.  Students should arrange to meet with their advisor on a monthly basis in order to monitor academic progress and personal growth.

4. In addition, students are encouraged to meet with the Assistant Director for Student Services as needed. 

5.  Students should not hesitate to ask questions regarding their programs.

6. Although faculty advisors and administrators make a sincere effort to keep students on-track and abreast of important information concerning curricula, it is the student’s responsibilities to fulfill all requirements in the chosen curriculum!

UPPER DIVISION QUALIFYING EXAMS

Instrumental Department

 Purpose: To determine through examination that second semester sophomore students are qualified to enter a chosen major. Requirements for music majors wishing to advance to Level V in Applied Music, the minimum level for a first semester Junior working toward the BM degree.

The qualifying exam may be retaken if deemed necessary and appropriate by the exam committee but not later than the deadline for removal of an incomplete.

Majors in Performance:  A 20 minute jury consisting of –


Two pieces from different style periods


A self-prepared work supplied by the applied instructor, given to the student four weeks in advance of the scheduled exam period


A minimum of five orchestral excerpts or the equivalent.


Other items supplied by the applied instructor.

Majors in Music Education, Music Therapy, and Theory/Composition:


Two pieces from different style periods, one of which will be...


A self-prepared work supplied by the applied instructor and given to the student four weeks in advance of the scheduled exam period.

Other items supplied by the applied instructor.

Vocal Studies Department

Purpose: To determine through examination whether voice students at the conclusion of study at level IVB are qualified to enter a chosen major. All level IVB students will take a comprehensive Upper Division Qualifying Jury exam in which sight-reading, learning new repertoire, and other functional skills will be tested. In addition to performing the regular jury repertoire, students will be required to learn a song in 24 hours without help from their teacher (not memorized). 

Upper Division Qualifying Jury exams will occur on a separate day, will last approximately 20 minutes and will be attended by voice, music education, theory/composition and music therapy faculty. Students who do not pass this exam must repeat applied music level IVB and will not be granted junior standing in music. The Upper Division Qualifying Jury exam may be retaken no more than two times (for a total of three times altogether) and only at the discretion of the student’s applied vocal instructor.

Majors in Performance: The exam will consist of seven (7) selections representing each of the following:

· Four languages – English, German, French and Italian (At the applied teacher’s discretion, Latin, Spanish, Russian, and/or Portuguese may be substituted for German or French provided the student is already proficient in German and French and has performed songs in German and French on previous juries)

· One Opera aria

· One Oratorio aria

Majors in Music Education, Music Therapy, and Theory-Composition: The exam will consist of a minimum of five (5) selections that must represent the following:

· Three languages – including at least one piece in Italian

· Three Style selections 

Majors in Musical Theatre: The exam will consist of eight (8) selections representing each of the following:

· Four languages – English, German, French and Italian

· One operetta selection

· One Golden Age selection

· One piece by Stephen Sondheim or composer of similar style and time

· One Contemporary selection

Majors in Sacred Music: The exam will consist of seven (7) selections representing each of the following:

· Four languages – English, German, French, Italian or Latin

· One Oratorio aria

· One standard scared solo piece

· A selection from the Spiritual Repertoire is suggested but not required

· It is recommended that a majority of the repertoire be Sacred

Keyboard Department (Piano)
Purpose:  To determine through examination that second semester sophomore students are qualified to enter a chosen major.  Students not passing this exam must repeat level IVB and will not be given junior standing.

Bachelor of Music in Piano Performance:

1.  Performance of three compositions from the solo piano repertoire.  Three contrasting style periods must be represented with the performer demonstrating technical competence and musical understanding.  Memorization is required.

2.  Performance of a self-prepared work supplied by the applied instructor and given to the student two weeks in advance of the scheduled exam period.  Memorization is optional.

3.  Technique Requirements:


Scales and arpeggios (root position only) to be performed hands together, four octaves in


all keys.


Major and minor scales (harmonic and melodic) at M.M. 104-116.


Major and minor triad arpeggios at M.M. 88-96.


Major and harmonic minor scales to be performed in thirds, sixths and tenths at


M.M. 80-92.


Dominant and diminished seventh arpeggios at M.M. 84-92.

Bachelor of Music in Piano Pedagogy:

1.  Performance of two compositions from the solo piano repertoire.  Two contrasting style periods must be represented with the performer demonstrating technical competence and musical understanding.

2.  Performance of a self-prepared work supplied by the applied instructor and given to the student two weeks in advance of the scheduled exam period.  Memorization is optional.

3.  Technique Requirements:


Scales and arpeggios (root position only) to be performed hands together, four octaves in


all keys.


Major and minor scales (harmonic and melodic) at M.M. 92-104.


Major and minor triad arpeggios at M.M. 76-84.


Major and harmonic minor scales in thirds, sixths and tenths, at M.M. 69-80.


Dominant and diminished seventh arpeggios at M.M. at 72-84.

Bachelor of Music in Music Education, Music Therapy, and Theory-Composition:
1.  Performance of two compositions from the solo piano repertoire.  Two contrasting style periods must be represented with the performer demonstrating technical competence and musical understanding.

2.  Performance of a self-prepared work supplied by the applied instructor and given to the student four weeks in advance of the scheduled exam period.  Memorization is optional.

3.  Technique Requirements:


Scales and arpeggios (root position only) to be performed hands together, four octaves in


all keys.


Major and minor scales (harmonic and melodic at M.M. 76-88.


Major and minor triad arpeggios at M.M. 72-80.


Dominant and diminished seventh arpeggios at M.M. 72-80.

Keyboard Department (organ)

Bachelor of Music in Organ Performance:
1. Completion of all lower level keyboard skills requirements that consist of manual scales (parallel, contrary, thirds, tenths, and sixths in all major and minor keys), pedal scales and exercises, harmonic progressions, graded sight-reading exams and independently learned quick study pieces. The major applied professor administers the exam in four parts, with the student completing each part by the conclusion of each of the first four semesters of study.

2. Performance from memory of a minimum of 15 minutes of solo organ repertoire, demonstrating good technique and the application of appropriate performance practice concepts.

3. Performance of a piece learned in 24 hours with no assistance.  No memory required.

4. Demonstration of satisfactory progress in music coursework.

Bachelor of Sacred Music, Organ Concentration:
1. Completion of all lower level keyboard skills requirements that consist of manual scales (parallel, contrary, thirds, tenths, and sixths in all major and minor keys), pedal scales and exercises, harmonic progressions, graded sight-reading exams and independently learned quick study pieces. The major applied professor administers the exam in four parts, with the student completing each part by the conclusion of each of the first four semesters of study.

2. Performance of a minimum of 15 minutes of solo organ repertoire, demonstrating good technique and the application of appropriate performance practice concepts. Memorization optional.

3. Performance of a piece learned in 24 hours with no assistance.  No memory required.

4.Demonstration of satisfactory progress in music coursework.
 Bachelor of Sacred Music: Vocal Concentration:
1. Completion of the Vocal Department’s Upper Divisional Requirements as stated in the School of Music Handbook (p. 15).

2  Performance, at sight, of rhythms and a melody using solfege.

3. Demonstration satisfactory progress in music coursework.

UPPER DIVISION REQUIREMENTS for SPECIFIC MAJORS
Bachelor of Music in Music Education:
The goal of the undergraduate Music Education program at ECU is to prepare, develop, and advance students to a professional level through an experiential program that emphasizes attainment of concert performance level and basic and new knowledge taught in the core and teaching areas.

1.
Satisfactorily complete "Early Experience," MUSC 2123, (minimum grade of C) by the second semester of your sophomore year or as soon thereafter as possible.

2.
Schedule and attend appointment for Speech and Hearing screening conducted by the Department of Speech, Language, and Audio Pathology (SLAP) located in the Belk Building Annex.

3.
Present essay (250 words), outlining reasons for wishing to pursue a career in education, to advisor, music education coordinator.

4.
Students must attain a 2.5 GPA on all college work attempted at ECU and meet departmental requirements.

5.
Apply for and take Praxis I:  Pre-professional Skills Tests during the semester you’re taking MUSC 2123.  Application forms may be obtained at the Testing Center, Brewster Building.  Request results are sent to ECU (CODE 5180).  Achieve acceptable scores on Praxis I:  Reading 176, Writing 173, Math 173.  (A computer-based test--CBT-- covers the same subject areas, but can be taken using computers at Sylvan Learning Center in Greenville.  This alternative is useful if grades are needed within two or three weeks.)

6.
Complete application for Admission to Upper Division of Teacher Education and CPL Data Form.

7.
After successfully completing: Upper Division Qualifying Exam on major applied instrument, passing Praxis scores, MUSC 2123, early field experience, speech/hearing screening, written essay, and application for Upper Division, schedule a department interview (should be done prior to pre-registration for second semester of your Junior year). If you pass your interview, have completed all items listed above, and have maintained a 2.5 GPA, your materials will be sent to Teacher Education for approval. If all areas are acceptable, the Chair of Music Education will receive a letter welcoming you to Upper Division. A copy of the letter will be made available to you. Contact your department for interview dates.

8.
You must be admitted to Upper Division to register for MUSC 3227 or MUSC 3247.  You are responsible for eliminating the deficiencies and scheduling an appointment with your advisor to determine if and when reapplication is warranted.

Bachelor of Music in Music Therapy

Upper division status for music therapy majors indicates that students are eligible for enrolling in the second semester of professional courses and those that follow (Spring semester courses beginning with MUSC 3267 and 3367).

1. 
As stated in the Undergraduate Catalogue, students must have a minimum cumulative 2.5 GPA on all college work attempted at ECU and a minimum cumulative 2.5 GPA in music courses at the end of the sophomore year.

2. 
Students are required to complete an Application for Admission to Upper Level Status in Music Therapy and to pass a Departmental Interview and Audition. 

3. 
The application may be obtained from the Director of Music Therapy PRIOR to advising and registration in the fall semester during which you are enrolled in MUSC 3257 and 3267.

4. 
Upon receipt of the application form, a Departmental Interview an Audition will be scheduled. Students must demonstrate interpersonal and communication skills, an understanding of therapeutic processes, and vocal, keyboard, guitar, percussion, and major instrument/voice skills sufficient for basic clinical practice. These skills will be demonstrated by means of class participation, advising, and participation in School of Music and extra-curricular professional and service activities.

5. 
Students may not enroll in subsequent music therapy courses or practicum placements until they have successfully achieved upper level status.
Bachelor of Music in Theory/Composition

1. Students typically submit application to the Composition major in their fourth semester of music study.  In order for an application to be seriously considered by the Department of Theory, Composition & Musicology, applicants are expected to consistently demonstrate substantial accomplishment in Theory, History, Musicianship and Orchestration classes, as reflected by both grades and instructor recommendations. 
2. As noted in the ECU Undergraduate Catalog: "For admission to the upper level theory-composition concentrations, a student must have a minimum cumulative 3.0 GPA in music courses at the end of the sophomore year."

3. Application Deadline: By April 1 (or the first Friday in April), the prospective composition major should submit a dossier to Dr. Thomas Huener, Chair of the Theory, Composition & Musicology Department.

4. Acceptance to the composition major is contingent upon students' successful completion of the Upper Division Qualifying Exam on their major applied instrument.

5. Your Application Packet:  The dossier submitted for application should include: 

· Scores, programs and, if possible, tapes of works performed at ECU 

· A "declaration of intent," which should articulate your compositional goals, professional goals, and personal evaluation of your development since beginning composition study

· A list of courses taken, and grades received, in the Theory, Composition & Musicology Department (Basic Musicianship [Music Theory], Basic Musicianship Lab [Ear-Training], Music History, etc.).

Bachelor of Music in Jazz Studies 
The Sophomore Hearing is to be taken after completion of eight (8) semester hours of traditional applied lessons. In addition to the Sophomore Hearing, a separate jury taken after completion of four (4) semester hours of jazz applied lessons is required to enter the Jazz Studies Major. The additional jury will be of 20-minute duration held during the spring semester of the sophomore year or completion of lower level theory courses. Upon passing this jury, the student will be accepted into the ECU Jazz Major Degree Program.

If the student does not pass this jury on the first attempt, the student may retake the jury prior to the date mandated by the university to remove an incomplete grade (the following semester). The student may not take the jury more than twice. The jury will be called the Jazz Studies Upper Divisional Exam, with format as follows:

20-minute jury for a minimum of 3 ECU Jazz Studies Faculty

sign up times posted 3 weeks in advance of jury week

2 compositions, one chosen by faculty from a pre-determined list,

the second to be chosen by the student

The student will be required to do a recital jury hearing in the semester preceding the scheduled Senior Recital date. Upon passing this jury, the student will be eligible to perform the Senior Recital.

JAZZ PERFORMANCE GROUPS

Existing jazz performance opportunities in the School of Music include the ECUJAE(A), which  uses traditional and contemporary “Big Band” instrumentation; the ECUJAE(B) (Tues/Thurs Jazz Band), which serves as a performing lab band; the Contemporary Jazz Ensemble, a chamber ensemble of 8 to 10 members focusing on be-bop era and contemporary era jazz styles; the Jazz Bones for trombones and rhythm section; and directed combos focusing on directed study with faculty and the application of specific performance practices including jazz repertoire.

Please refer to catalog for additional jazz course offerings and requirements.

ECU SCHOOL OF MUSIC JAZZ PROGRAM AUDITION REQUIREMENTS

Jazz ensembles (large) and jazz combo (chamber) performance groups are open to all university students by audition or consent of the director.

Auditions for Section Chairs - Auditions will be held the first week of each semester. Audition music will be made available by the jazz faculty during the first week of each semester, but not before. The auditioning student should demonstrate the ability to perform the prepared music focusing on jazz styles and characteristics. The student will also be required to sight-read.

(No Improvisation required for these chairs)

Auditions for Solo Jazz Chairs – Auditions will be held for each ensemble/combo at a later date to be determined by each ensemble director. (Please notify the Director of Jazz Studies of interest in a Solo Jazz Chair audition during the Section Chair audition.) (Improvisation required) – The auditioning student should demonstrate the ability to perform the head to selected jazz compositions. After performing the head, the student should demonstrate the ability to improvise over the preexisting standard and altered chord changes. All auditions should focus on jazz stylistic characteristics and must be performed from memory. Prepare one composition in each category from the following list.

Note: All vocalists must perform Autumn Leaves. Particular emphasis and attention should be given to jazz vocal stylization, swing ability, jazz phrasing, and jazz improvisation.

REGISTRATION POLICIES
1.  Pre-registration for the fall semester for incoming freshmen and transfer students is administered by the Assistant Director for Student Services and assisting faculty members during the summer orientation periods.

2.  Pre-registration periods are held about the middle of each semester. Advisors post pre-registration conference times on studio doors or bulletin boards; students should check posted times early. Information regarding office hours will be posted at the beginning of each registration period.

3.   Notes pertinent to a given semester are distributed each semester at pre-registration time to the advisors and are placed on the bulletin boards, as well.  Students are urged to consult these notes in addition to information in this Handbook when making plans for pre-registration.

4.  Drop/Add policy: During the first five days of classes (Mondays through Fridays) of the fall and spring semesters, a student may drop or add a course or courses to his or her schedule following consultation with his or her advisor. On the day following the five-day schedule change period, a student may make final additions to his or her schedule.

During the summer, the schedule change period is limited to the first two days of classes each term.  On the day following the two-day schedule change period, a student may make final additions to his or her schedule in accordance with the policies outlined above for the regular semesters.   

5.  During the first 40% of the regularly scheduled class meetings of a course (including the meeting for the final examination), a student may, at his or her own option, drop the course.  After consultation with his or her advisor, the student secures the signature of the advisor on the schedule change form and takes it to the Office of the Registrar for processing.  The student may drop up to four courses in pursuit of a university degree.  The number of drops is prorated on the student’s credit hours.  (See Course Drop Options below.)  For regular semester-length courses, the drop period is limited to the first thirty days of classes of the semester.  For regular summer term courses, the drop period is limited to the first ten days of classes for the semester or summer terms.  The same 40% drop period rule applies to block courses of other lengths as well.  Students are advised to consult official bulletin boards to determine the appropriate drop period for such block courses.

6.  The number of course drops available to a student are based on credit hours (both ECU and transferred) at the time of initial matriculation.


0-31 semester hours of credit - four course drops


32-62 semester hours of credit - three course drops


63-95 semester hours of credit - two course drops


96 or more semester hours of credit - one course drop

Students may use the drops during the designated course drop period of each term; drops not used roll forward to the following terms.

7.  Prior to an advising conference, the student should plan a tentative schedule. He must have his advisor check the schedule before he receives his registration pin number.

8. Students should have at least one alternate for each foundation curriculum course. These should be different courses from the first choice courses, because multiple sections of a given course are automatic alternates. No music alternates are required, but preferred alternate sections might be useful to list.

9. The Vice-Chancellor of Academic Affairs has requested that no student be registered for less than 12 s.h. if at all possible.  Any student taking less than 12 s.h. is not included in the total number used by the State for allotment of faculty positions.  

10. Pre-registration for 19 or 20 s.h. requires a special override registration by the Assistant Director for Student Services.  For more than 20 s.h., registration is required from the Office of Advising and Academic Support.  A student must have at least a 3.0 average to carry more than 18 hours, including applied music, performance groups, etc.  The Assistant Director for Student Services will not give override permission for extra hours for anyone having below a 3.0 except in very special circumstances (for example, a last semester senior who must get 19 s.h. in order to graduate).  Permission for extra hours will not be given to lower level students who do not have at least a 3.0 average and yet wish to register for extra performance groups.

11. TBA courses:  Students must present individual schedules to the teachers of TBA (To Be Announced/Assigned) courses as soon as possible.  Teachers of applied music or other TBA courses cannot post their schedules until they have collected all student schedules.

12. Sophomore pianists who anticipate becoming either Piano Pedagogy or Piano Performance majors should take MUSC 3455, Accompanying, and MUSC 2125, Basic Keyboard Skills during the fall semester.  The sequence courses MUSC 2125, 2135 are available only every other year.  Accompanying carries 1 s.h. credit each semester and includes accompanying responsibilities each semester of the sequence.  The first semester of the sequence includes scheduled classes each week.  Students must take 3455 before other courses in the accompanying sequence.  Information regarding accompanying is available from Dr. O’Brien, MB Room 372, at the beginning of each semester.

13. Important:  Lower level students should begin examining the upper level guidelines for curricula in which they anticipate declaring their upper level majors.  

14. Sophomores who anticipate becoming Music Education majors must take MUSC 2123, Early Experiences for the Prospective Teacher during the fall or spring semester. 

15. Freshmen who anticipate becoming Music Therapy majors should plan to elect MUSC 2277, Orientation to Music Therapy, in the spring semester of the Freshman year.

16. Sophomores who anticipate becoming Music Therapy majors must take MUSC 2287, Orientation to Music Therapy Practicum, in the spring semester of the sophomore year and MUSC 3105, Beginning Class Guitar, either in the fall or spring semester of the sophomore year.  

SEQUENCE COURSE INFORMATION

Most music sequence courses are offered only in a Fall and Spring sequence.  Below are several items regarding exceptions to this and some specific information regarding several sequence courses.

1.  Music 1156, 1166, and 1176, 1186 are offered both in a Fall-Spring sequence and a Spring- 1st Summer Session sequence (dependent upon sufficient enrollments.) The basic musicianship classes and labs must be taken together (i.e., MUSC 1156 and 1176). A student must receive a grade of  “C” or better in both the class and the lab in order to advance to the next level.

2.  The music history sequence begins in the spring semester of the freshman year (MUSC 1406), and continues through the fall and spring semesters of the sophomore year (MUSC 2406 and 2416). A student must receive a grade of  “C” or better to advance to the next level. MUSC 2248 may be taken anytime during the first three years.

3.  Various sections of the sequences, MUSC 1105, 1115 (Beginning Piano Group) and 2105, 2115 (Intermediate Piano Group) are offered each semester of the regular school year (dependent upon sufficient enrollment.)  A student must receive a grade of  “C” or better to advance to the next level.

4.  Sections of all beginning instrumental classes are offered each semester of the regular school year.  None of the instrumental classes, MUSC 1415, 1435, 1445, and 2315, need to be taken in numerical sequence but all lower-level competencies should be completed before taking MUSC 3217 or MUSC 3237 in the junior year. 

5.  The instrumental class for a certain instrument must be taken before private minor lessons can be taken on that instrument. (see 6. below).

6.  In certain cases, students who already play a minor instrument proficiently may be allowed to take private lessons in lieu of an instrumental class.  A memorandum or short note from the instructor of the instrumental class must be written granting such permission, must be signed by the Assistant Director for Student Services and must be placed in the student’s file. (Also, credit by examination is possible; students taking this option must be aware that grades received in this manner are final and become part of the permanent record.)

7.  The vocal sequence, MUSC 1205, 1215 (Beginning Voice Group), is taken by keyboard students, non-voice major Music Therapy students, or others who wish to take the two semester sequence to satisfy their vocal requirement.  Instrumental Music Education students (or Keyboard students active in instrumental music) satisfy their vocal requirements by taking 

MUSC 1205 for one semester.  (Music therapy students are required to take at least 2 semesters 

of voice.) 

8.  Certain required courses, normally taken only by upper level majors in various areas, may be offered only on alternating years because of limited demand.  Such courses must be taken during either the student's junior or senior years, depending upon which years the courses are available to them.  Rising juniors should ask upper level advisors about such courses when pre-registering for the junior year.

9.  Students who are required to take Math Lab (MATH 0001 or 0045) should complete this the first semester at ECU, and without fail before the end of the freshman year.  The general education math course may not be taken until Math Lab is completed.

READMISSION
Any student who has been out of school for one or more semesters on the main campus of the university must apply for readmission. Applications for readmission and submission deadlines are available from the Office of Admissions. Readmission to the university does not guarantee readmission to individual academic programs. Confirm deadlines for receipt of applications in the Admissions and Registrar’s Offices well in advance.

CHANGE OF MAJOR/MINOR

A student who desires to change his or her program of study involving transfer from one college, school, or department of the university to another should complete the following procedure:

1.
Obtain the student’s folder from the Music Office.

2.
Have the academic record reviewed in the receiving department, the change of major/minor recorded in the student database, and a new adviser assigned.

3.
Deliver the advising folder to the new adviser.

4.
A student cannot be registered in music major courses until a satisfactory audition to enter the School of Music has been completed.

GRADING SYSTEM

(The University grading system and eligibility requirements may be found in the University Catalogue.

1.
Students must receive at least a C in each course of the Music Education sequence (Music 2123, 3217, or 3237, 3227 or 3247, 4323 or 4333) in order to qualify for student teaching.  A student must achieve a 2.5 overall GPA for admission to upper-division teacher education. See page 24.
2.
Students must earn a minimum grade of C in each course required by their programs in the group piano sequence (Musc 1105, 1115, 2105, and/or 2115) to satisfy piano proficiency requirements. 

3.
Likewise, a minimum grade of C in MUSC 1156,1166,1176,1186, 1406, 2156, 2166, 2176, 2186, 2406, 2416, 3156, 3166, and 3176 is required to receive credit toward the music major.

4.
Only a grade of C or higher in applied lessons on a student’s major instrument will qualify as credit in the “Applied Major” guideline.  A student will be disqualified as a music major or music minor the second time that he or she receives a grade lower than C in applied lessons on the major instrument.

5.
Incompletes:  An incomplete grade must be removed within the next semester in which the student is enrolled (excluding summer sessions).  It is the student’s responsibility to make arrangements with the appropriate faculty member well before the deadline to make up the required work necessary to remove the Incomplete.  It will become a permanent F if not removed by the deadline.

6. Grade Replacement Policy.  A student may use this policy three times for 1000 and 2000 level courses in which he or she has earned a grade of D or F. Grade Replacement cannot be used for repeatable courses.  A grade replacement form must be presented to the Registrar before the end of the registration period of the semester in which the student wishes to implement the police.

SENIOR SUMMARY PREPARATION
(See General Requirements for Graduation in the University Catalogue)

IT  IS  THE  STUDENT'S  RESPONSIBILITY  TO  MAKE  THE  FOLLOWING  PREPARATION  FOR  GRADUATION:

1.  During the second semester of the junior year, complete the "Summary Sheet for Graduation Preparation” – also known as the “Senior Summary.”  The purpose of your summary sheet is to give you a record of your remaining requirements for graduation and to help eliminate last minute errors.

2.  The Assistant Director for Student Services initiates this process by informing students who have completed close to 100 or more credit hours to make an appointment to complete this process. 

3.  All required courses remaining in a student’s program are listed on the Summary Sheet including those being taken during the semester in which they are filed.  The office staff will prepare three copies of the Summary format and the Assistant Director for Student Services will help outline the time frame for electing all remaining course work.

4.  When the Summary Sheets are filed with the Certification Clerk in the Registrar's Office, instructions for application for graduation will be given.

5.  If course substitutes must be made after the Summary Sheets are filed, a revised Senior Summary must be completed by the student with the Assistant Director for Student Services and sent to the Registrar’s Office.  Clearance for graduation is not possible unless course substitutions are made officially.

6.  If the date of graduation changes from the date filed with the Application for Graduation, the Registrar must be notified immediately.

7. After completing the Junior and/or Senior Recitals, student must complete the “RECITAL REQUIREMENTS FOR GRADUATION” form available from the Student Services Assistant in the music office. Graduation will be delayed until this form is received by the Registrar’s Office. 
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
