1. Reading the Art of the Andes textbook and responding to discussions in Blackboard, as well as participating in group discussions and critiques during travel in Peru.

2. Internet and literature research about specific sites we visit during the trip as outlined in the trip program.  Each student will select one site and produce a brief presentation prior to the trip.  This site will be the topic of the final paper.  The paper should focus on how the personal visit has enriched the understanding of the site and on cultural context absorbed from lectures and literature.  Graduates will be asked to act as tour leaders of “their” site while in Peru.

3. Students will produce hands-on artworks (drawings, photographs, or other) documenting their experiences.  2 (undergrad.)/3 (grad.) works per student have to be entered into the post-trip exhibition.

1. Textbooks: Students will be required to read their text, Art of the Andes, and participate in group discussions through BlackBoard, as well as participate in group discussions and critiques while traveling in Peru.

2. Creative Journal: A sketchbook will be required for documenting and recording your thoughts, doodles, and reactions and to collect and display brochures, pieces of textiles… bits of anything interesting that you find along the way that will add to your understanding of Peruvian art and culture. (Don’t forget a glue stick!) You may wish to collect these items and create your finished journal when you return home. Bring your still camera or maybe a video camera to aid with your documentation.  

3. Textile Project: When you return home you will create one major piece of art or a body of work inspired by your travels. (Graduate students will have more extensive project requirements). You will need to contact Trish (hayesp@ecu.edu) to discuss your project, get general feedback and insure that your effort will meet the required expectations of the course.

4. All students will be expected to have their work completed, ready to hang, and to help in the gallery during the hanging of the post-trip exhibition and reception.

ART AND LANDSCAPE IN THE ANDES

Summer Session II, 2010 – Instructor Jessica Christie 

The purpose of this class is to enrich the chronological survey study of Andean cultures with on-site experiences and individualized fieldtrips.  The textbook will provide the general cultural background of Andean visual art whereas the trip-portion of the class concentrates on the Inca.  Students will be able to personally visit and explore the monuments and sites they have chosen as their project topics.  In addition, visits in Quechua weaving communities will be offered and Quechua shamans will prepare pagos/offerings for our safe travel.

· Fit in and be considerate to others since we will be traveling in a big group!
· Be responsible for your personal belongings (I wear my money and passport in a small bag around my neck).

Your paper is due during the first week of the fall semester and your creative work has to be ready for hanging in early September.  The program will conclude with an art show (probably in the Burroughs Wellcome Gallery) illustrating our adventures in Peru and an accompanying reception.

APPRECIATION OF ANDEAN ART

Summer Session II, 2010 – Instructors Jessica Christie and Patricia Hayes

The purpose of this class is to approach Art Appreciation from an Andean perspective.  Students will study the standard Western-based textbook and are expected to be knowledgeable about the visual elements and principles of design, media and techniques, as well as major periods and cultures in the Old World.  The trip portion will explore how Andean art evokes different concepts and issues.

Travel Expectations

· You are expected to be an attentive, alert participant during our travels in Peru.
· Arrive on time – (hint: be early!)
· Fit in and be considerate to others since we will be traveling in a big group!
· Be responsible for your personal belongings (I wear my money and passport in a small bag around my neck).
· Prepare any readings prior to discussion on the trip.

Iconography as Language: Textiles of the Andes

Summer Session II  - 2010 – Instructor Patricia Monnett Hayes
The purpose of this class is to study the iconographic “language” evident in Peruvian textiles and their influence on both the art and culture of the Andes. The textbook will provide the general cultural background of Andean visual art whereas the trip-portion of the class will concentrate on the Inca. Students will be able to explore weaving villages and observe traditional weaving techniques.
Travel Expectations

· You are expected to be an attentive, alert participant during our travels in Peru.

· Arrive on time. (hint: be early!)

· Be considerate of others since we will be traveling in a large group!

· Be responsible for your personal belongings.

· Prepare any readings prior to discussion on the travel.

Course Projects

Presentation

· Select a topic and have it approved.

· Prior to travel, prepare a 5-8 minute presentation about your topic.

· You will give your presentation on the day/time assigned by the instructors.

· Bring note cards or other materials with you for your presentations.

· Your presentation should cover information about your topic, but please go beyond the basic (who, what, when, where, why, how); find out something about your topic that really interests you and share that!

Documenting your Travel

· Select a sketchbook or notebook to bring with you on your travels.

· During the trip record your thoughts, glue in brochures/receipts/anything you find interesting, sketch, doodle, make marks, etc.

· Take photos of your adventures; no special camera is required; consider taking some video, too!

Post-Travel Art Project

· After we have returned home from the trip (and you’ve recovered from the jet lag!), you will need to begin creating one major piece of artwork or a body of work that is inspired by your trip.

· You get to define the nature of the project. It could be anything from a back-strap loom weaving to re-creating a traditional garment, to an installation.

· During July and August you will need to be in touch with Trish Hayes (hayesp@ecu.edu) to discuss your project. I can provide feedback for you about your intended project, provide preliminary critique, and let you know if the project you intend will meet the expectations of the course.

· Your work will be displayed in the Burroughs Wellcome Senior Gallery in Jenkins, hopefully in September. We will review your work (grade it!) and collectively plan the show, time TBA. You are expected to have your work ready for the gallery by the time we hang the show, and are expected to be in the gallery as we all hang the show.

· A reception will accompany the show. Come and have some fun and celebrate your hard work and our adventures!

· You are expected to help de-install the show.

Grading

· Your grade will be based on 3 aspects.

· Your participation in the trip while in country. This includes both            your behavior while participating in group activities, and while doing things on your own or in small groups. You are an ‘ambassador’ for ECU and the School of Art and Design, and we expect you to act appropriately. You are expected to be on time, to be engaged in our adventures, and to document your travels. This includes your presentation and your participation in discussions about readings during the trip. (weight – 40%)

· Your travel journal. Your journal can be physical or virtual, but should loosely be a document of your trip. It needn’t be extravagant, but should be your perspective on what we do, see, and experience. (weight – 20%)

· Your work for the show. (weight – 40%)

· At the end of Summer Session I you will receive a grade of “I” (or incomplete). The “I” will be removed when you have successfully completed your project and the show has been mounted and then de-installed.
