Where Will I Work?
Most clinical laboratory scientists, also called medical lab 
scientists, begin their career in the clinical laboratory of an acute  
care or community hospital. In this setting, a clinical/medical 
laboratory scientist may be a generalist, working in all sections 
of  a clinical laboratory, or a specialist, primarily working in one 

section, such as hematology, chemistry, blood bank, immunology, 
bacteriology, mycology, parasitology, or  urinalysis.

Clinical/medical laboratory scientists may also be employed in a variety       

public health labs, biotech companies and/or in clinical trials 
coordination, pharmaceutical or diagnostic industries, forensic 
labs, governmental agencies at the federal, state, and local level. 
Graduates are eligible to apply for direct commissions in
the military (US Army, US Air Force, and US Navy) as
