Employment Outlook
Current demand for OTRs exceeds the supply in some areas. 
Demand is expected to remain strong for the next decade.

Admission Procedures 
To apply for the professional master’s degree in OT, 
submit the online Graduate School application and the
Supplemental OT Application to ECU’s Grad School. The
Supplemental Application is to submit your goal statement,
prerequisite list, and plan of action.  Do not send any materials 
to the Department of  OT.  The Grad School and Supplemental
Applications are accepted from October 1 to January 31. 
The program begins the following fall semester. The 
class size is limited to 28.

Prerequisite Courses
It is strongly advised that the student receive a grade of  B 
or higher on their prerequisites because it is imperative that 
the content of  the material be well understood and current.
All prerequisites MUST be completed before entering the

The goal statement is one means of determining if you are a

1. Express your reason(s) for pursuing a graduate degree in OT.
2. Explain why you believe ECU’s OT program is the right
program for you.
3. Describe your greatest achievement in scholarship, 
leadership, and/or service.

5. Research is a component of our program. Describe what you
believe can be your contribution in the program.
6. Explain what occupational therapy means to you.

(Do NOT apply to the OT Centralized Application Service (OTCAS).

However, students are welcome from
any major as long as they meet the occupational therapy
course work required for entry.
