3. Faculty Senate Updates—There are 3 policies to be reviewed that are going to the Faculty Senate for approval: Final Examinations Policy, Disruptive Behavior Policy, Peer Review for On-line Courses

a. Robert Campbell reported on his review of the Peer Review for Online courses. Issues with the review instrument include:
i. Problems with the Accountability section: requirements seem unreasonable for professors to ensure.

ii. Rating system is reversed from previous version

iii. For the Departments that have approved DE instruments already; will they be required to change to this instrument and abandon their current tool? 
b. The Faculty Council reviewed the Peer Review Instrument for On-line Courses and reached consensus on the following:

i. The accountability component is unclear and several suggested actions (e.g., essay exams, project work, synchronous chats) do not assure who is doing the work.  Most of the accountability actions seem to be necessitating faculty actions rather than student actions.

ii. The numeric ratings are reversed from those on other instruments.

iii. There is confusion as to how departments with approved On-Line assessments will proceed.
iv. Overall, we do not support the instrument.
FC members were encouraged to talk to Marianna Walker, Blaise Williams, or Sherry Jones regarding any concerns.

Items not on the agenda:

ECU Distance Education Proctoring Centers, were discussed. These were the product of a Business School initiative. Robert Campbell agreed to try to get contact information for how to use these centers. The question was posed whether these were located statewide.
