R2 - SURGERY
GOALS:  The goal of this rotation is to increase the resident’s skills in learning the indications for appropriate referral and consultations in surgical subspecialties.  In addition, to help the residents enhance his/her experiences with different surgical procedures and further develops skills in minor procedures. Upon completion of the R-2 general surgery rotation, the resident will:

· Recognize the importance of the family physician and surgeon as collaboration partners in the evaluation and management of the surgical patient.

· Recognize referred situations and the data necessary for the surgeon to make decisions.

· Expand awareness of the principles involved in differentiating medical problems from surgical problems.

· Become sensitive to the patient’s and family’s concerns and anxieties regarding surgical intervention.

· Exhibit knowledge of per-, peri-, and post-operative management of surgical patient.

OBJECTIVES:  At the end of this rotation, the resident will be able to:
Medical Knowledge:
· Manages pre-operative and post-operative patients with understanding of the surgical illness being treated.

· Perform an adequate pre-operative consultation for a patient with a medical illness.

· Demonstrate an understanding of common operations performed by the general surgeon.

· Demonstrate understanding of breast evaluations and referrals. 

· Evaluate patients who present to an office setting with potential surgical problems. 
Patient Care:
· Exhibit sensitivity to the preoperative and postoperative pain some surgical patient’s exhibit.
Practice-based Learning:
· Demonstrate the use of EBM in the diagnosis and evaluation of common surgical issues.

· Appropriate use of the EMR in reviewing information pertained to the patient’s ongoing complaint.

· During any downtime, read and review up to date topics from goals section.

Interpersonal and Communication Skills

· Demonstrate and ability to counsel patients on important issues related to their surgical problem and any associated procedure such as pain, fears associated with their procedure, nutrition, wound care and activity levels.

· Demonstrate effective communication with patients and their families.
· Work effectively with others as a member of a healthcare team.

· Develop effective physician-patient-family relationships.

· Effectively provide education concerning common surgical problems.

Professionalism

· Provide healthcare that is sensitive to the culture of patients and their families.
· Accept professional responsibility for patient care, including completing charts.
· Present promptly for office sessions. 

· Attend all required lectures and clinic sessions.

· Demonstrate respect, compassion, and integrity in the care of patients.

· Completion of all required readings.

Systems Based Practice

· Appropriately utilize services available in the office setting including laboratory, pharmacy, Psychology, nutrition and physical therapy.

· Be familiar with community resources relative to the care of the surgical patient.

· Practice cost effective care in the work of common potential surgical patients.
