International Medical Graduates’ frequently asked questions:

1.  Does your program accept international medical graduates?

Yes, we do take international medical graduates who apply through the Electronic Residency Application Service (ERAS) and match with our program.  http://www.aamc.org/students/eras/
2.  Do you require any US clinical experience?

Our program requires you to have at least 6 months of clinical experience in the United States.

3.  How many intern positions do you fill each year?

We have 10 intern positions to fill each year.  
4.  What percentage of residents in your program are IMGs?

Our residents consist of 30%-50% international medical graduates
5.  What is the score requirement for the USMLE Steps 1 and 2?

No minimum USMLE score is required however Parts 1 and 2 needs to be completed and passed within 2 attempts.

6.  Do you have a cut-off of the graduation date?

We are looking for medical student graduates who have graduated within the past 4-5 years.

7.  Do you sponsor any VISAs?

Pitt County Memorial Hospital only sponsors a J-1 visa
