Preparing students for emerging practice and/or the scholarship of practice

Integrating evidence-based practice into academic and fieldwork experiences

Collaborations between education and practice to facilitate the scholarship of practice

Service learning and community partnerships that meet society’s occupational needs

International educational collaborations


Interdisciplinary education that reinforces the nature of occupation and practice of occupational therapy

Accepting traditional manuscripts as well as brief or new ideas.  All manuscripts should describe learning objectives and provide related evidence of outcomes.  Authors should clearly identify the Centennial Vision  practice areas and keyword or phrases being addressed brief or new manuscripts are limited to 1000 words to discuss innovative approaches to classroom or fieldwork teaching-learning processes.  Editors may request accepted authors to reduce manuscripts in length to accommodate a higher volume of manuscripts.

Students and fieldwork educators, COTAs and COTA educators, are encouraged to submit a brief or full manuscript.
