Thank you for your interest in a child life internship at the Pediatric Hematology/Oncology Clinic and TEDI BEAR Children’s Advocacy Center.  Both Clinics are committed to providing quality education and training for future child life professionals. A basic description of the internship program and application process is attached.


Internships are organized to meet student needs, address specific interests of individuals, and comply with your academic institutions requirements and meet standards and requirements of the Child Life Council.  This internship is best suited for an undergraduate student in their last semester in school pursuing study relevant to child life work.  Our internship curriculum will provide opportunities to build independent professional skills, strengthen therapeutic play supervision skills, and develop assessment and intervention skills with individual patients and families.  The student’s supervisor, along with other staff members in the department, provides instruction and guidance.

To be considered for our internship, you must submit the following:

· Unofficial transcript from the university, reflecting coursework which meets the Child Life Specialist Professional Certification Examination requirements

· Current resume

· 3 letters of reference, two who have observed you working with children and one from another professional 
After evaluation of your application materials, you may be contacted for an

interview.  Selection of interns is based on your GPA in core courses, letters of recommendation and personal interview.


If you are accepted into the internship, you will be required to have a current TB skin test and have copies of your driver’s license, health insurance card, liability insurance, and ECU registration.
