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Dear Students and Faculty:


In an effort to provide the safest care environment for our patients, University Health Systems of Eastern Carolina and its constitute clinical facilities will require that students utilizing our facilities for clinical experience have a criminal background check (CBC) completed and evaluated, based on our existing personnel policy, prior to beginning their clinical rotation. This policy will go into effect with the 2010-2011 academic calendar for your institution and includes all students who will be providing direct patient care. The CBC process must be completed once for each program admission or readmission. It will be the responsibility of the individual educational institution to establish a relationship with a third party vendor to accomplish this requirement.  As part of your contract, your vendor should provide you with access codes to allow for evaluation of the CBCs. For students expected to matriculate at Pitt County Memorial Hospital, those codes should be provided to the individuals below for assessment of the findings. Clinical placement may be denied based on the CBC findings. 


Please contact us if you need additional information or assistance in this transition. Thank you for your support in our effort to provide for the safety of our patients.


The following clarifications will be effective immediately: 


CBCs must be submitted within 45 days of being completed.


If a student has not been in the organization within the past 12 months, a new CBC is required.


CBCs must be obtained from a third party vendor; a document from a court house is unacceptable. Students in the Department of Rehabilitation Studies should see Frankie McClure and view the other CBC document about how to obtain their CBC. 


If additional information is needed for processing a CBC, it must be submitted within a week of being requested or the student will automatically be denied. This will be communicated by Will Moore at the time of the request.
