A 1931 graduate of East Carolina Teachers College is scheduled to speak Wednesday at a Phil Delta Kappa Chapter meeting. Katie Corbett Johnson, 93, will share stories about the university's history and her experience during 50 years of teaching at the 6 p.m. event at the Brook Valley Country Club.

"She taught over 50 years and continues going into public schools to teach.
