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For the next two weeks, hundreds of students from all over North Carolina were chosen to participate. 

They're rolling in their luggage and moving in. 

"I think for a career, as a future father, as a future man, just the types of things he would need to be a good leader and wI think all of those [things, just hearing what they talked about for the orientation I think he's going to get all of that from this school," Tina Robert says. 

Garrett Hall at ECU is filling up at an unlikely time. These aren't first time college students, but High School students. 

"I'm in ROTC so I guess that would help me be a better leader in ROTC and if I'm planning to go to West Pointe I'm going to have to have leadership abilities," Tygart Robert says. 

These students were chosen by their schools faculty. Fifteen year old Tygart Robert, from Fayetteville, hopes he learns valuable tools when he goes into engineering. For the next 2 weeks they're registered in a development program called Legislators' School, where they'll learn what it takes to be a leader. 

"Well, hopefully I can become a more open person. I'm kind of shy," Tygrat says. 

Adrian Grandy who is a counselor says, "It's going to be a challenge experience as well as fun. The kids are going to have to get up early in the morning [around] 6:30 in the morning. So I'm looking forward to see some groggy faces." 

It's an experience Tina Robert hopes her son will never forget. "As they said this is could possibly be the first step to a huge change in the rest of his life. This is monumental. I mean, he's not going to forget this," she says. 

While the real college experience isn't here yet, the days of becoming a leader have just begun. 

The Legislators' school is funded by the North Carolina General Assembly. This is the school's 20th year and after the High School students graduate from the course, the next program is for Middle School students. The session starts on July 9th and finishes on July 22nd.
