In a New York Minute!

Math Level:  Tech Math I, II

Performance Objectives

1. Students will be able to plan and prepare a budget

2. Students will compare cost of living in North Carolina versus New York

3. Students will be able to understand the usefulness of a budget in their daily lives

Focus and Review

Students will be given a career and an apartment.  Students will determine how much they will make at that career both in North Carolina and New York.  Students will also determine the cost of this apartment in North Carolina and New York.  After gathering this information, students will prepare a budget based on their career and their living arrangements, both in North Carolina and New York.  The students will compare these budgets.

Activity

After visiting New York, the students should be able to come up with a final version of their budget in New York.  After the visit, some of the estimates for food, entertainment, and other expenses may change.  

Independent Practice

Students will write a report about their budgets.  Students should discuss the differences of living in North Carolina and New York.  These differences can include social, financial, etc.  The report should discuss how the students determined their estimates for their budgets.

Closure

The students will present their reports to the class.  The class will discuss what they learned from this experience.
