Title:  Non-Traditional Performance

Pre Lesson
Objective:  Students will demonstrate their ability to prepare and execute a performance in a non-traditional environment by performing in New York’s subway terminal located on 42nd and Broadway. 

Rationale:  Preparing music for a non-traditional performance requires student to memorize the music; however student will not only have music memorized, but will learn the chosen music aurally. Having students perform in a non-traditional setting will also teach students the importance of reaching their audience. Students are accustomed to parents and faculty sitting attentively as they perform at school and other formal events. Playing in a subway terminal, will force students to choose literature that will captivate the ears of the listeners.    

Materials:  Instruments and chairs 

Introduction

Get focus of students:  
· Have students listen to live recordings and decide what music they would like to perform. 
· Make students aware of the challenges of this assignment and their time limitations.

Lesson
Direct Instruction: 
· Have students listen to live recordings and decide what music they would like to perform.
· Students will decided on literature to study and perform
· Students will give an overview of the composer and how they feel the literature, they have chosen, will be received by the audience.
· Remind students about the importance of choosing literature that relates to the audience. 
· Students will learn music aurally 
Guided practice: Assist students with pitch and rhythm. Remind students to use their theoretical knowledge learned to decipher musical phrases.
Close:
· Have students play what they have learned aurally before the end of class.

· Provide students with feedback. 
· Assign additional parts to be learned by next class rehearsal.
