New York Lesson Plan for Grade 2

NCSCOS Objective: 4.03 Describe human movement in the establishment of settlement patterns such as rural, urban, and suburban.

Materials:

· Urban Communities Movie and computer to show it on

· Large Poster Board

· Large Cut Out Figures of large buildings, cabs, planes, ferry, etc.

· Glue

· Markers

· Large note cards for students to use as postcards

Focus & Review: 


Today we are going to take a short trip, but don’t worry, we will be back before school gets out! (Show Urban Communities Movie-attached)

Objective:


Today we are going to learn about urban communities. 

Teacher Input:


Who can tell me what we saw in the video? Do we see things like that in Greenville everyday? What we saw in the video was New York City. New York City would be called an urban community. Would you like to live in New York? Why or why not? What were your favorite things there? What type of building did they have? What type of transportation did they have?

Guided Practice:


Lets make a replica of an urban community. I have a large piece of poster board and we are going to take these cut out figures and make this piece of poster board look like an urban community. Where there lots of space to play around in, or lots of trees? Where there a lot of buildings and cars? We need to remember that as we create this urban community.

Independent Practice:


We are going to write our parents a postcard from New York. On the front make sure to illustrate the types of things you saw (skyscrapers, a ferry, The Statue of Liberty, cabs, etc.). On the back, write to a friend or family member. Tell them your favorite site and tell them what you saw and describe how different New York is from Greenville.
