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Lesson Plan

Statement of Objective:

-The students will develop an understanding and appreciation for the production of a Broadway Show

Focus:

-The Broadway Musical The Producers will be the show the class focuses its attention on primarily.

Teacher Input:

-The teacher will describe The Producers to the students by:

1.  Giving background info about the show (dates performed, director, writer, awards won)

2.  A summary of the musical will be given by the teacher with excerpts of the musical sound track played.

3.  The teacher, along with the help of students, will write all the people it takes to make a production possible on the board.  This includes both the visible people, as well as the behind the scenes people. (Actors, director, musicians, stage manager, etc…)

Guided Practice:

-The teacher will divide the class into small groups.  Each group will be assigned a scene to act out.  These scenes will be from either The Producers or another popular musical or play.  

-The students will practice quietly in class with their groups, with the teacher adding assistance as needed, and maintaining class control.

Independent Practice

-The students will be assigned a mini-research project to do.

-For this project the students will look up information on another Broadway Production (either play or musical)

-The students will compose of a 1-2 page paper which describes the play/musical.
-The paper should include what the play is about, where it is performed, who it was written by, as well as other areas that the students find interesting.  

Closure

-On the class that the students turn in their assignment, the teacher will allow the students to share what they had found.  

-After the papers have been shared, the teacher will take up a vote to see what play or musical they would like to see on their upcoming class trip to New York City.
