Lesson Objective


The learner will be able to describe different modes of transportation and classify different modes of transportation by similarities and differences.
Materials
1. Varied assortment of transportation items (pictures or toys)

2. Cars and Trucks and Things That Go by Richard Scarry

3.  Chart Paper
4. Markers

5. Index cards
Focus and Review


What are some different ways people get from one place to another?  We use cars, buses, feet, boats etc.  What are some different modes of transportation you use?  When is a time that we would use a boat but not a car?  We would use a boat or an airplane instead of a car when we are trying to get across water and there is no bridge.  Teacher will continue to brainstorm different aspects of transportation.
Statement of Objectives


Today we are going to talk about different kinds of transportation.  We are going to discuss some of the similarities and differences of different types of transportation.
Teacher Input

To get you thinking about different types of transportation we are going to read Cars and Trucks and Things That Go by Richard Scarry.  Teacher will read the book asking questions throughout to allow the students to engage in the book.  Teacher may also get the students to snap their fingers or clap every time the teacher reads about a type of transportation.  After reading the book students will discuss different types of transportation discussed in the book and the teacher will write the names of the different modes of transportation that the students come up with on chart paper.

Now, let’s look at our list and see if we can find some types of transportation that are similar.  Can anyone raise their hand and tell me two types of transportation that have something in common or similar about them?  Help guide students to similarities and differences between the different modes of transportation.  Discuss the different uses for each mode of transportation.  For example:  Some types of transportation are made for one person like riding a bike or walking.  Some types of transportation uses animals like carriages.  Some types have wheels, some have wings, and some have neither.  We use different modes of transportation to travel over water and land.     
Guided Practice


Teacher will now demonstrate what students will be doing for their independent practice.  Teacher will pick five different types of transportation from the pile provided.  Let’s look at these different types of transportation that I have picked.  What are some ways we can classify these objects?  Guide students to classify the objects by color, size, number of wheels, goes on land, water, air, number of windows or doors, or number of people it contains.  Each time the class decides a way to classify them, write on a index card the way the attribute they used to classify the items for example blue modes of transportation and not blue modes of transportation.    
Independent Practice


 Give each student about five different modes of transportation have them classify them by similar or different attributes.  Have the students label each group using the index card each time they classify the items.  Also, tell them after each time they have classified the transportation items to raise their hand so that the teacher can check behind them to make sure they classified their objects correctly.  
Closure


Who can tell me what we learned today?  We learned about different types of transportation.  What were some of the different ways you classified your transportation objects?  What are some different types of transportation you use?
