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Music Class Lesson Plan
 

 

Objective: To teach concepts of Broadway Musicals and emphasize the variety of shows meant for a diverse population.
 

Materials: 
1. Programs from "Rent" and "The Producers"
2. The cd of "Rent"
3. "The Producers" -the movie
4. Pictures from New York with Teaching Fellows
 

Procedure:
1. As students walk into class the soundtrack from "Rent" will be playing. Have written on the board "Come in silently and think about the words in the song and what they mean to you.."
2. Stop the music and have a discussion about "Rent." Ask students to raise their hands if they have seen the show or are familiar with it. If so, have one of them give a personal summary of the show. 
3. Discuss "Rent" as it relates to embracing diversity. Explain how everyone can gain a respect for the purpose of the show, even if it is not necessarily interesting to everyone. 
4. Tell the story of the Teaching Fellows trip to New York City. Give personal opinion and show pictures of the experience. Mention that we also saw a completely different Broadway Musical "The Producers."
5. Show a few scenes from the movie "The Producers." Explain how this musical is completely different from "Rent." 
6. Everyone is different and Broadway Musicals embrace all the diverse interests. Let the class know that you are interested in hearing if they have a favorite musical and which one it is.
 

Conclusion:
The purpose of this lesson is to introduce or familiarize the students with the concept of Broadway Musicals, the different issues that are raised in the shows, and that they appeal to all diversities.
