Pre Lesson

Objective: Given the information learned in previous lessons, students will identify key characteristics about sub-cultures with the United States.
Rationale:  This type of assignment and activity will help students to reinforce what they have learned about sub-cultures in the United States, give them the opportunity to take a hands-on approach to their learning, and allow them, as well as myself, to check for understanding and mastery of the material.
Prior Knowledge: Students must have some background knowledge of other sub-cultures in the United States, good researching skills, and writing skills.
Materials: paper, pencil, text books, access to the internet, computer lab, paper plates, plastic forks/spoons, disposable cups, and small portable radio.

Lesson

Direct Instruction:


The teacher will introduce the writing assignment topic to the class giving them specific instructions on what materials must be in their report about a sub-culture found with-in the United States’ population.  The students will able to select their own culture group but must include all key information required.  Students will also be informed that they will present information found on their sub-culture and as part of their presentation, students must bring something hands-on or something to share with the class (ie music, food, cultural practice activity, pictures in a PowerPoint, etc.) 

Independent Practice:  At this point students will have 2 to 3 days to utilize the computer lab to search the internet or their text book for information and ideas.

Evaluation:  To ensure that students have mastered the purpose of this assignment, each student’s report and presentation will be evaluated for a project grade and a daily grade (to ensure that they are on task during their research days)
