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Prior Learning:

· Review Slope

· Use the Internet to research data

Objective:

Display research found with a graph and explain to fellow classmates.

Introduction:

The lesson will be introduced by reviewing the concept of slope as a rate of change.

Instructional Process:

· The teacher will talk about the Internet and its purpose for the assignment.

· The students will pick a partner and find the population trends from 1900-2000 for their home state and for the state of New York with the websites provided by the teacher. (http://www.census.gov/population/censusdata/table-16.pdf)

· Students will use the slope formula to determine how the population changed for each decade.

· Using posters or computers, students will represent their findings with a graph and present the information they have found to the class.

Closure:

The teacher will explain the importance of slope as a rate of change.
